







Select Board Meeting
Monday – 05/27/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
8:00 AM

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Jim Hart, Scott Pierz, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 3-0-1(Farrington) to accept Warrant #55 for $16,858.47 and Warrant #56 for $313,441.18 as presented.
 
Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: The Board allowed Mr. Jim Hart of the Kennebec Water District to speak about an initiative involving the discontinuance of part of Park Lane and the redirection of Park Lane toward Rockwood Drive. 
· Open Transfer Station Day – Saturday, June 13, 2009 – Limitation: The information associated with the open transfer station day was announced for public informational purposes. 
· Dispatch Services – Rural Patrol – CMRCC Contract Proposal: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to send the CMRCC/DPS/CECB a sum for Rural Patrol dispatching services commensurate to the dispatch rate charged by Waterville for the dispatch of Emergency Services. The Board does not agree with the fee scheduled proposed by the CMRCC/DPS/CECB for the Rural Patrol services.  

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Foreclosure Sales –Weeks Mills Road Property: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to proceed with a foreclosure closed bid sale of the property identified as Map , Lot . The Town Manager noted that the town has approximately $8,500.00 vested in this property. It was decided that there would not be a minimum bid set in this closed bid process. It would be noted on an information sheet associated with the property.
· Recycling Coordinator: Mr. Farrington noted that the town has received two applications in the recycling art contest. Applications and associated rules can be obtained at the transfer station and town office or by visiting the town’s Web site. The








winner will receive a $500.00 cash prize. The winning art piece will be displayed at the transfer station recycling area during the ensuing year. 
· Implementation Committee/Other Committees Appointments  – China Comprehensive Plan: The Board postponed the discussion of the committees and work assignments to the next meeting.
· KVCOG Board Appointment – Irene L. Belanger: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to recommend Irene L. Belanger as a candidate to serve on the KVCOG Board of Directors. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Dispatch Contract – City of Waterville: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of and sign a renewal Dispatching contract with the City of Waterville.
· Ratio Declaration & Reimbursement Application – Maine Revenue Services: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of and sign the application as presented. A copy of the application is on file at the town office.
· CDBG Grant Approvals – One Room School House: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of and sign a set of forms corresponding to Phase II of a CDBG approval of the restoration of the one-room school house in Weeks Mills. A copy of the grant and submittals is on file at the town office.
· CMP – Net Billing Agreement: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of and authorize the Town Manager to sign the “Net Billing Agreement” with CMP.

The Board discussed how to develop the road behind the town office to be connected to the Alder Park Road and be used as a second entrance/exit to the town office area. C.E.O. Scott Pierz provided an update on pending enforcement issues which might come before the Board in the near future. 

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 9:42pm.
