







Select Board Meeting
Monday – 06/08/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
7:00 PM

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were as listed on the attendance sheet attached to these minutes. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by the Town Manager.

On a motion by Selectperson Nail Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #57 for $16,812.89 and Warrant #58 for $261,872.00 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0-1(MacDonald absent last meeting) to accept the minutes of the 04/27/2009 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Open Transfer Station Day – Saturday, June 13, 2009 – Limitation: This item was announced for public informational purposed to announce the offering. It was noted that information about the open transfer station day can be obtained on the town’s Web site, at the town office, and at the transfer station.
· Implementation Committee/Other Committees Appointments  – China Comprehensive Plan: The Board talked about when the first meetings should convene and where and the goals of each committee. It was agreed that the Town manager should invite all committee members to an initial meeting at 6:30 p.m., prior to the next regular Select Board meeting in the town office meeting room.  

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Foreclosure Sales –Weeks Mills Road Property: The Board discussed options on how to sell the foreclosed upon property identified as Map 13, Lot 019. It was decided that the town will sell the property through a formal bidding process and not by auction. On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to go out to sealed bid with the proviso that the Board has the right to reject all bids. It was noted that the town has approximately $8,000.00 in attributable costs in the property, including demolition and









removal of a modular home, extensive clean up and removal of debris accumulated on the property and outstanding tax assessments. 
· Recycling Coordinator: Recycling Coordinator Neil Farrington engaged the rest of the Board in a discussion about a proposed purchase of balers or a compactor. More relative cost information will be presented at the next meeting. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Code Enforcement Issues – Citations: At this point China C.E.O. Scott Pierz updated the Board on the several enforcement issues he is addressing in town. 
      Dangerous Building: The Board discussed the enforcement issue of a “dangerous building” existing at a location in China Village identified as Map 26, Lot 61 and 17 Main Street, owned by Mr. Carroll White. The owner of the property informed the Board about the work he had done on site, the technical problems he has encountered and noted that he is running short on available funding sources to further clean up the property. The owner referenced an engineering survey he had purchased. The Town Manager noted that the town did not ask the owner to supply the town with an engineer’s rendering of the site and that the CVVFD did not approach the owner about burning the building on site.  On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 have an Administrative Consent Agreement drafted embodying the elements discussed earlier on the topic and to have copies sent to Mr. White and to the Select Board for consideration. Those elements included, but were not limited to, admitting the dangerous building exists, addressing time frames for further remedial action, cost responsibility for tub grinding, sample testing and removal of the materials, agreement to cost share in the transportation of product with the town, etc.  
      Home Occupation  - Exceeding of Limit: The C.E.O. noted that this concern had been resolved after the agenda had been prepared and prior to the meeting this evening. 
      Operation of a Commercial Garage/Junkyard &Automobile Graveyard: The Board discussed concerns about possible violations of the operations of a Commercial Garage by Clayton York at Map 40, Lot 23, and 85 Weeks Mills Road without a permit and a Junkyard & Automobile Graveyard by Russell Coston at map 24, Lot 36, and 280 Dirigo Road. Mr. York informed the Board about what operations he conducts on his property and satisfied the Board the he has not violated any town ordinance. The Board noted progress and concluded that the town should continue to monitor the progress of Mr. Coston in cleaning up his property on the Dirigo Road.   
· Obscenity Ordinance Draft and Consideration: The Board agreed that the town’s attorney had addressed their major concerns. A slightly modified draft of the proposed ordinance will be available at the next regularly scheduled Board meeting which will include language addressing obscene books and other materials and language noting that fines will be assessed per violation and/or per violation per day. The Board will determine whether or not there will be a special election called to vote on the proposed ordinance. 










· Revaluation – Discovery of Permitting Deficiencies: The C.E.O. noted that there have been approximately 206 unpermitted structures discovered during the comprehensive revaluation of the town in 2008. The town has developed a plan on how to address the number of deficiencies over time. The Board was comfortable with the plan. Progress reports will be made to the Board.
· Certificates of Appointment: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of the recommended appointments by the Town Manager to various Boards and Committees. A list of the appointments is available at the town office.
· Quit Claim Deed – Release Deed – to RSU#18: The Board asked the Town Manager to include language in the document that would have the land revert back to the ownership of the town if the new RSU#18 discontinued use of any of the transferred property. The document will be processed at the next meeting. 
· Personal Property Assessments – Executive Session Pursuant to 1MRSA Section 405 (6) (E)  and 405 (6) (C): On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to go into Executive session at 10:21 p.m. On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to come out of Executive Session at 10:29 p.m. and resume the regular meeting. On a motion by Selectperson Joann  C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to accept $2,343.48 as payment in full for personal property taxes owed by Karen & Richard Willette, DBA China Neck Farm, with the requirement that the payment is received by the close of business on Friday, June 12, 2009.


On a motion by Selectperson Paul MacDonald and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at 10:55pm.
