Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul Mac Donald, Mary Grow, Robert Batteese, Sally Riordan, Dwaine Drummond, Peter Foote, Larry Rancourt, Scott Pierz, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Dwaine Drummond. 

On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #11 for $14,962.63 and Warrant #12 for $333,633.06 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 09/07/05 Select Board meeting as presented. 
Manager’s Report:

· Update on the Installation of Scales at the Transfer Station: It was noted that the site work associated with the installation of scales at the transfer station is scheduled to begin next week.
· 2005 Maine Resident Property Tax and Rent Refund Program: It was noted that the State of Maine has targeted this program as one of their primary tax relief initiatives. The town staff is joining together with Representative Judd Thompson to send our a cover letter and brochures as inserts in the next monthly mailing of the Town Line newspaper to all China residents in the 04358 and 04926 area codes.
· Summer Paving Update: It was noted that the only road remaining to be paved under the paving program this summer is the Back Deer Hill. Pike Industries is scheduled to pave the Back Deer Hill Road at the end of September or beginning of October.
· Sand and Salt Pile: It was noted that most of the winter sand has been mixed with salt and piled in the sand shed. 











· Open Positions on the School Board, Planning Board, and Select Board: It was announced that there are some open positions remaining on the November ballot.
· Kennebec County Jail Inmates Work in China: The Town Manager gave a summary of the work the Kennebec County Jail inmates have done this summer and noted that the work has saved the town a lot of money.
· FEMA Reimbursement from Spring Flooding: The Town Manager reported that China will be receiving over $32,000.00 in reimbursement from the Federal Emergency Management Agency for repairs to storm damaged roads this spring. 
Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.

Unfinished Business:

· General Assistance – Amendments to Appendixes A, B, C, and GA Maximums: It was noted that there will be a Public Hearing on GA amendments prior to the next Select Board meeting and that the Board would have to act on the acceptance of the amendments.
· Update on Junk Yards: C.E.O. Scott Pierz reported that he has made progress getting some of the junkyards in town cleaned up.
New Business:

· November Ballot Questions – Administrative Code of Ethics: On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Irene L Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to table the item until the next regularly scheduled meeting; Comprehensive Revaluation: On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to put a question on the November ballot as recommended by the Town Manager; One Room School House: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to use $2,500 from the Contingency Fund to do stabilization repairs to the one-room school house in Weeks Mills; Planning Board Ordinance Amendment, Chapter 2: On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to put a question on the November ballot as recommended by the Planning Board as written in an attachment to these minutes.
· Abatements and Supplemental Tax Assessments: The Board processed abatements and supplemental tax assessments as recorded and on file in the town office. 











· TimeWarner and Adelphia Cable Corporation Transfer Agreement: The Board agreed to make a decision on acceptance of the transfer agreement at the next regularly scheduled meeting.

The Board asked the Town Manager to communicate with the School Committee and Superintendent’s office to obtain an update on the capital renovation proposals relating to the elementary schools.  The Board also discussed attendance at the MMA convention, the proposed cell towers, processed a Red Light Application.


On a motion by Selectperson Irene L Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at 8:45pm.
