Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Elwood Ellis, Neil Farrington, and Tiffany L. Glidden. Others present were Mary Grow, Paul MacDonald, Donald Carter, Jasmine Carter, Allisha Prindall, Marianna Cail, Amanda Racine, Riva Dumont, Meghan Brann, Matt James, Terri-Lyn Valentine, oCarrie Valentine, Irene and Sharon Power, Helen Emery, Mason Emery, and the Town Manager.  
Those present at the meeting were led in the Pledge of Allegiance by Tiffany L. Glidden. 
On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 3-0-1(Glidden) to elect Tiffany L. Glidden as Chairperson of the Select Board for the ensuing year. On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to elect Joann C. Austin as Secretary of the Select Board for the ensuing year. 
On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #19 for $17,349.37 and Warrant #20 for $422,550.53 as presented.
On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 11/15/04 Select Board meeting as presented.

Public Comment/Participation (On Agenda Items Only): There was not any public participation at this time in the meeting.

Manager’s Communications: 

· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day Summary: It was noted that the cost to China for participation in the collection and processing of household hazardous waste would be approximately $950.00 plus some contributed labor hours by Elwin Higgins. The Town Manager noted Elwin Higgins contribution to








the effort. The Board asked the Town Manager to pass along their thanks to Elwin. 

· Committee and Elected Positions Remaining Open – Process: It was noted that there are open positions on the Planning Board (District 2), the Budget Committee (an at-large position), and the Cemetery Committee (two at-large positions). Interested residents were asked to contact the town office.

· Summer Road Projects Update – Plummer Road: The Town manager noted that there is a slight chance the Plummer Road would be paved this fall. Calcium chloride will be applied to the road surface if it is not paved. The calcium will reduce the dust volume. The delay has been caused because of the execution of an easement to allow CMP to move a pole. 
· Town Office Addition Update: It was noted that the outside of the town office addition is almost done and work will resume on the interior when sheetrock is delivered. The addition may be ready for use by the end of the month.

· MDOT Safety Project, China – 2006-2007: The Maine Department of Transportation has put the intersection of the Alder Park Road and Dirigo Road with U.S. Route #3 on the list of road safety improvements scheduled for 2007-2007. The project will include removal of trees and the lowering of an embankment on the southwest side of Route #3. 

· Project Canopy – Mike Debonis – December 13, 2004 Meeting: It was noted that Mike Debonis of the Maine Forestry Service will be speaking about Project Canopy and how the town may apply for grant funds to do a forestry management plan.

Unfinished Business:

· Accounts Payable and Payroll Processing Policy – Communications Letter: It was understood that this item would be discussed at a later meeting when Select Person Joann C. Austin returns to the State. 

New Business:

· Kennebec Valley Humane Society – Contract Signing: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of another one year contract with the Kennebec Valley Humane Society to take stray animals.
· Bureau of Parks and Land Trails Fund – Grant-In-Aid Program for Maintenance of Municipal Trails by the China Four Seasons Club: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the 










Board voted 4-0 to authorize the China Four Seasons Club to apply for the annual snowmobile trail maintenance grant funding. 

· Preparation for 2005 Junkyard License Reviews: C.E.O. Scott Pierz summarized his efforts to date relating to junkyards. He noted that he has sent the three current licensees information on renewals of their licenses. Scott went on to discuss an additional listing of other properties in town which he found in appearance to be junkyards or automobile graveyards without the licenses required by state law. He noted that some are being cleaned up, some remain under review, and six were sent notices of violation on Nov ember 5, 2004. Some property owners have not responded to Scott’s letters. The notices sent on November 5, 2004 gave property owners until November 22, 2004 to clean up their lots. Scott told the Select Board that they may need to take enforcement action if landowners do not properly respond.  

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectman Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 7:42 pm.
