Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Joann C. Austin, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Mary Grow, Paul MacDonald, Sandy Brown, and the Town Manager. 

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #56 for $18,300.51 and Warrant #57 for $317,343.36 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L Glidden, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the minutes of the 05/28/2008 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
