Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald, the Board voted 3-0 to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Betsy Fitzgerald, Joann C. Austin, and Neil Farrington. Others present were Dan Harriman, Tim Harriman, Pam Harriman, Sheldon Goodine, Sarah Flaks, Darrin Daigneault, Gary Cummings, Mary Grow, Scott Pierz, and the Town Manager.

Sheldon Goodine led those present in the Pledge of Allegiance.
There was a moment of silence observed in respect to the Ruble family on the loss of John Ruble.
On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #3 for $558,878.31 as presented. On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #4 for $616.17 as presented.
The Board tabled consideration of the minutes to the next scheduled meeting.

Manager’s Communications:

· Update on Equipment Storage Building: Building Committee member Sheldon Goodine reported that contractor Troy Prescott turned over keys for the new building to the town. Electrical work and additional site work remain to be done. The Town Manager noted that the whole transfer station site is in complete compliance with the town’s Phosphorous Control Ordinance. 
· Update on Addition to the China Town Office: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Blane Casey’s bid to build the town office addition. Sheldon Goodine noted that he had received two bids for the project and made comparisons for the Board to consider. 
· Summer Road Work Update: The Town Manager noted that culvert replacement continues to be done and that the Dutton Pond Road would be closed on Tuesday for a large culvert replacement. The Shuman Road is nearly ready for paving and 









the reconstruction on the Plummer Road will begin shortly. Several miles of roads will be striped in the near future. 

· Tax Commitment Update: The Town Manager said the tax commitment was almost ready and recommended that the Board meet next Monday evening to commit taxes so tax bills could be sent out as soon as possible. It was noted that the tax rate would increase by approximately one mil, to 17.95mils. 

· Urban/Rural Initiative Program - Signing: The Board signed the Rural/Urban Initiative form required to receive State funds for road improvements. The funds are to be earmarked for capital projects. 

· Boston Post Cane: It as agreed that the Board would make the proclamation to Eileen Williams at the next meeting.

· Waiver Form for Use with Partial Tax Payments: The Board authorized the Town Manager to enter into a tax payment arrangement with Mr. Charles Bosse.

Public Comment (On Agenda Items Only): There was not any public comment on the agenda items.

Unfinished Business:

· Agreement with Central Machine, Inc./Darrin Daigneault: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Neil Farrington, the Board voted 
4-0 to authorize the Town Manager to sign an agreement with Darrin Daigneault, defining Daigneault’s and the town’s responsibilities under a Community Development Block Grant. This would facilitate bringing three-phase power to Mr. Daigneault’s Central Machine, Inc. 
New Business:

· Tim Harriman – Wing Road – Consideration of Roadside Maintenance Concerns: There was more than an hour of time spent on discussion with Tim Harriman regarding the changes to the road directly in front of his property as a result of the reconstruction that took place last fall. Mr. Harriman objected to the roadside ditching in front of his house and to the installation of driveway culverts under his two driveways. The Town Manager said that he has done all he can on his own authority to resolve Mr. Harriman’s concerns. He went on to say that any further action would necessitate Select Board action. On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 
4-0 to authorize the Town Manager to: install pavement lips in front of the driveways to direct water to the ditch, make minor repairs to the front ditching, 









gently grade the upper driveway for better drainage, pay for a water test from Mr. Harriman’s residence, before June 1, 2005 deliver and spread a load of loam over Mr. Harriman’s side yard, and hydro-seed over the loamed area.
· Contract for Assessing Agent Services – 2004/2005 – Gary Robbins: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to authorize the Town Manager to enter into a contract agreement on behalf of the town with Gary Robbins for assessing agent services. 
· China Water Quality Protection Ordinance – Sheldon Goodine: Sheldon Goodine, chairman of the Phosphorous Study Committee, presented the committee’s proposed Water Quality Protection Ordinance to the Board. The committee is asking the Select Board to put the ordinance on the November 3 ballot for voter approval or rejection. Sheldon explained some of the significant items he thought might be of interest to citizens, such as the building additions which would set off additional phosphorous export calculations. Codes Enforcement Officer Scott Pierz said that if the ordinance passes, it might require more administrative work. He asked the Select Board to consider additional administrative funding for paperwork and monitoring. Chairperson Irene L Belanger asked the Town Manager to put the request on the agenda for the next meeting. 
· China Community Days Events: On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to allow the town staff to close the town office on Saturday, August 7, 2004 during the CCD events. The town staff will be volunteering time overseeing events. 
On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 9:19 pm.
