The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, and Irene L. Belanger. On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #17 for $15,531.61 and Warrant #18 for $382,987.86 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 11/01/05 Select Board meeting as presented. 

Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.

Manager’s Report:
· November 8, 2005 Election – Time, Place, etc. 

Registrar Office Hours Prior to the November 8, 2005 Election

Questions of Local Ballot: It was noted that the election will take place on November 8, 2005 from 8:00am to 8:00pm at the China Middle School in the multi-purpose room. The Registrar will hold office hours from 7:30am to 4:00pm during the week and from 8:00am to 11:00am on Saturday from November 1, 2005 through November 7, 2005. 

· Transfer Station Scales Initiative Update and Fee Structure Proposal: The Town Manager noted that the scales should be operational within two weeks. Paving of the yard will be done by Pike Industries during the second week of November. The 










Scales building is currently under construction with town employees doing most of the work. There was a good deal of discussion about whether or not to charge a fee for the commercially hauled municipal solid waste. Mr. Danyl Hoague commented that it seem to be unfair if only the commercially hauled household trash was assessed a fee. Selectperson Joann Austin commented that she would like to have the Board discuss a pay-per-bag fee structure for all residents. After much discussion about the merits of whether or not to charge a fee for household waste the Board decided to act only on the demolition and debris fees. On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to set the fees for demolition and debris at 4 cents per pound or $80.00 per ton when the scales become operational. On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to table until the next regular meeting the potential fee structure on commercially hauled municipal household solid waste.  
Maine Recycles Week – November 8-15, 2005

· Fall Household Hazardous Waste Collection Program – KVCOG – Preliminary Summary: It was noted that eleven Town of China residents disposed of approximately 22 unites of household hazardous waste in Waterville at a cost of $28 per unit of waste. This compared to approximately the same level as last year. The total cost is approximately $616.00.  

Unfinished Business:
· Junk Yard License Renewals: – C.E.O. Scott Pierz presented information to the Board regarding license renewals. He noted that the town has two entities that have licenses. On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to grant renewal of the licenses. 
· Administrative Consent Agreement – Gilley: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene l. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the Administrative Consent Agreement as recommended. There was some discussion about time limits for compliance. Mr. Gilley verbally accepted the terms of the agreement. 
· Compliance Issue with Conditional Use Permit Notice from C.E.O.

Dirigo Road: On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 3-0-1(Austin) to direct the administration to proceed with enforcement action regarding an Administrative Consent Agreement entered into by the Town and Mr. Coston. 

New Business:
· School Facilities Improvement Plans - Meeting Summary and Discussion: School Committee Chairperson Charles Clark shared proposed plans for capital improvements to the China elementary schools. There was some discussion about potential costs of each option presented and about a time line for application to the State for cost sharing of each option. It was noted that a public information session is scheduled for November 10, 2005 in the China Middle School Multi-Purpose Room at 7:00 pm on the same topic. 

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 9:15pm.
