Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden and a second by Selectperson Leslie French, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to open the meeting at 7:00pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Betsy Fitzgerald, Tiffany Glidden, and Leslie French. Others present were Dr. Anthony Pileggi, Sheldon Goodine, Ashley Bragg, Chantal Fortin, Jessica Gagne, Mary Grow, Bob Batteese, Scott Pierz, Beth Seeley, Sally Riordan, Linda Clifford, Linda Russell, Jamie Russell, Molly Docherty, Chesley Martin, Jess Selmer, John Selmer, Diane Lane, Charles Plumer, and the Town Manager. 

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to approve of Warrant #18 for $356,566.38 as presented. 

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to approve the minutes of the 02/03/03 Select Board meeting as presented. On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to table the minutes of the 02/10/03 Select Board meeting to the next meeting. 

Old Business:

· Bid Returns – Equipment/Universal Waste Storage Building: The Board reviewed bid returns associated with a design-build request for proposals from contractors on costs to build a 50’ X 50’ and a 50’ X 100’ building. There was discussion about the building size needed for China. Sheldon Goodine said that a 50’ X 50’ building would not even meet current needs. Charles Plumer urged the Select Board for once to build something that would not be immediately too small. Nine bids were returned and they varied in cost and type of building. The highest bid was approximately $277,000.00 and the lowest was $85,000.00. It was recommended that the appropriation of funds for the building be voted on first at the Town Meeting and then negotiated with the bidders. The Town Manager noted that China has about $450,000.00 in rolling stock that needs to be housed in an appropriate building along with regulated universal waste. On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden and a second by Selectperson Leslie French, the 






Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to ask for an additional amount of $65,000.00 to be appropriated from undesignated fund balance for the purpose of building an equipment and universal waste storage building. The Town Manager is to ask the MMA legal staff about the wording of a warrant article.  
· China Lake Water Level Public Informational Hearing – Joann Clark Austin: The Board tabled this to the next meeting.
Manager’s Report

· School Budget Vote: The Select Board scheduled the secret ballot vote on the school budget for Tuesday, June 3, 2003. The polls will be open from 7:30am to 8:00pm at the town office. The School Board is to have the final draft of the school budget to the Select Board by April 12, 2003. 

· Joint Meeting(s) With the School Committee & Budget Committee: The Select Board scheduled a joint meeting with the School Committee and Budget Committee to discuss the school budget for Monday, March 17, 2003 in the town office. 

· Annual Town Business Meeting: The Town Manager noted that the warrant for the March 26, 2003 town business meeting and the proposed Wireless Communications Ordinance are posted on the China Web site.

· Winter Road Maintenance – Update on Sand/Salt Inventory, etc.: The Town Manager noted that the supplies of sand and salt should last through the winter season unless there is a long stretch of bad weather. 

Public Comment: There was not any public comment.

In other actions, the Board authorized letters of commendation to two new Eagle Scouts from Troop 479, Justin Flint Morgan and Zebadiah Hugh Mosher, signed the Dog Warrant, and executed a Quit Claim Deed.  On a motion by Selectperson Leslie French and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the proposed Wireless Telecommunications Ordinance was taken off the March 26 Warrant. There were concerns expressed regarding an MMA critique of the proposed ordinance.

The Board adjourned at 8:20pm.
