Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Peter Wilkens, Peter Foote, Scott Pierz, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Peter Foote.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #60 for $$261,909.23, Warrant #1 for $21,149.69 and Warrant #2 for $353,566.91 as presented.

Manager’s Report:
Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
Open Transfer Station Day – June 14, 2008 – Summary: It was affirmed that the cost approximated $12,000.00. Selectperson Neil Farrington again noted that he felt it would be a good idea to have a separate Warrant Article at the Business Town Meeting requesting an appropriation so that taxpayers would know the approximate cost of this initiative before voting. 
Preliminary 2008 State Valuation Figures - Town Line Inserts: The town office is preparing to send out information in conjunction with the China lake Association regarding the revaluation process. 
Freedom Of Access Law and Public Officials Training: The town is sending out a packet to all municipally elected officials informing them of the need to certify that they have had training and education in certain Freedom of Access Laws. The informational packets contain all aspects of the most recent legislative rulings including deadlines and necessary Web site references and forms in order to accommodate compliance. The information also references training sessions that will be available at the MMA annual conference.   

Unfinished Business:
Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.










Recycling Coordinator – Neil Farrington: Selectperson Neil Farrington talked again about the recycling program and the use of wooden nickels to encourage recycling. He went on to discuss the use of the new recycling building. There was discussion about the use of part of the recycling building as a “swap shop”. Selectpersons Irene L. Belanger and Joann C. Austin felt the building should accommodate a “swap shop”. It will again be discussed at the next meeting. Also, it was noted that the town will begin receiving items from Albion.
CMP Maine Power Reliability Program: The Board decided to discuss this further after receiving a response from CMP regarding the offer for town land included in the Program. The offer should be forthcoming within 30 days. 

New Business:
Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
Time Warner Spin-Off and Approval Consideration (Franchisees): The Board decided not to take action on this item at this time. 
Municipal Appointments: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to continue with the existing appointments until the August 4, 2008 meeting and enter into an Executive Session to discuss personnel matters at that meeting. 
Declaration of Official Intent – Major Capital Improvement Program: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to approve and sign a Declaration of Official Intent regarding the Major Capital Improvement Program associated with the China Middle and China Primary schools. A copy is on file at the town office. 
The Board discussed briefly other items from a Tree Farmer of the Year search and the receipt of a FirstPark dividend payment of $13,851.94 to an announcement of the Chicken Bar-B-Que at the CVVFD on July 12 and the outstanding Suchar Administrative Consent Agreement. 
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 8:24 pm.
