







Select Board Meeting
Monday – 04/27/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
7:00 PM
Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Glen Wall, Tony Cowing, Scott Childs, Steve Childs, John W. Lord, Karla Sturtevant, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Tony Cowing.
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #50 for $15,943.66 and Warrant #51 for $626,640.05 as presented.
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 03/30/2009 meeting as presented. 
Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Portable Building Status/Placement: There was discussion about the options for placement and for the use of the portable classroom received from the China school system. It was noted that phosphorous studies continue to be done at town owned sites and may limit the site choices. 
· H. David Cotta – Fishing Pond Update Meeting –  Scheduled for  Friday, 
May 1, 2009: The Town Manager reminded the Board of the Friday, May 1, meeting to discuss a proposed fishing pond off Dirigo Road. The meeting is scheduled for 6:30 p.m. in the town office meeting room. An advertisement has been put in the Town Line.
· RSU #18 Meetings/ Schedule Update - Public Hearing Regarding Proposed RSU #18 Education Budget for 2009-2010 – Tuesday, May 5, 2009, China Middle School     Multi-Purpose Room, 6:00 p.m.: The meetings and times were announced by the Town Manager for informational purposes. At this time Mr. Elwood Ellis, one of China’s representatives on the new RSU #18 Board of Directors, brought the Select Board information on the proposed RSU#18 budget. There was discussion about facilities use policies and Mr. Ellis noted that the policies are in the development stage at this point. 
· Open Transfer Station Day – Saturday, June 13, 2009 – Limitations: It was noted that information is available at the transfer station and town office relating to the items that may be disposed of on a fee free basis and the associated limitations on the number of products that may be disposed of by residents. 
· Three Mile Pond Annual Meeting & Guest Speaker, Invitation to Town Officials: The meeting time and place were announced for public information and to note that the 









Select Board is particularly invited to attend by the Three Mile Pond Association President Rick Hayden.
Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Municipal Bids for the 2009-2010 Fiscal Year: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to authorize buying materials and using equipment from the lowest bidder in each category and subcategory. It was noted that where two or more contractors offered the same price, the Town Manager, in his capacity as Road Commissioner, is to use his discretion. On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C., Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to award Scott Childs the contract for the Branch Mills area and Steven S. Childs the contract for the Weeks Mills area. The third contract was not awarded because the contractor asked for a higher hourly rate; the Town Manager was authorized to negotiate if possible. 
· Foreclosure Sales – Bids: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to go into Executive Session pursuant to 1 MRSA Section 405 (6) (E) and 405 (6) (C).  On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to come out of Executive Session at 8:55 p.m. and resume the regular meeting. On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 4-0 to sell by Quit Claim deed the property identified as Map 8, Lot 10 to the highest bidder.  On a motion by Selectperson Peter Foote and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to sell by Quit Claim Deed the property identified as Map 30, Lot 5 to the highest bidder.
· Recycling Coordinator: Selectperson Neil Farrington led a discussion of possible ways to use the recycling grant the town received to promote recycling.
· Concession Stand – Peter Foote: Selectperson Peter Foote shared sketches of the proposed sign naming the snack shack at the town ball fields in memory of Sally Riordan. The approximate cost of the project is $500.00
· Implementation Committee/Other Committees  – China Comprehensive Plan: The Town Manager said that he intends to prepare a list of people interested in serving on the committees to implement the Comprehensive Plan for the Select Board’s review before their next meeting. 
New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Municipal Review Committee, Inc. – Guaranteed Annual Tonnage Agreement: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to adjust the GAT Agreement to 1900 tons from 2000 tons and to have the Town Manager sign on behalf of the town. 











· PSAP Call Handling Agreement – Somerset County Commissioners and the Town of China: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of a PSAP Call Handling Agreement between the Somerset County Commissioners and the Town of China and to further authorize the Town Manager to sign on behalf of the Town of China. A copy of the Agreement is on file at the China town office.


In other business the Town Manager noted that the docks at the head of China Lake are scheduled to be installed later in the week, that an engineering firm is doing continued phosphorous studies of town owned land around the town office and transfer station to see where the former portable classroom can be placed, and that the amount of trash China pays to dispose of at the Penobscot Energy Recovery Company’s incinerator went down last year, partly because of the state of the economy and partly because of the increased rate of recycling. 
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 9:38 pm.
