Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Charles Plumer, Virginia Davis, Scott Pierz, Paul MacDonald, Charley Clark, Diane Brandt, Janet Preston, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Neil Farrington.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #17 for $15,438.76 and Warrant #18 for $513,903.89 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 06/25/2007 and the 09/17/2007 Select Board meetings as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Saturday, October 20, 2007 – 
Details of the Event: The town now has brochures to hand out and is waiting for additional information about the disposal of certain hospital related wastes. 
· Land Adjacent to the Town Office: It was noted that Century 21 Surette Realty is now listing the property and the asking price is $99,000.00. Harold Charles is the listing agent and Harold is on vacation and will return on October 8, 2007. At that time we will discuss options with him.
· Property Tax Relief – property Tax and Rent Refund Program (a/k/a Circuit 
Breaker Program):
· Paving in China – Update: It was noted that the paving of the town roads in China is done. The Legion Memorial Drive, Jones Road, Mayflower Lane, Pond Hill Road, Deer Hill Road, and Lane Road have all been paved. A section of Deer Hill was reclaimed and resurfaced. The town roads will be striped later in the week. The State also had Route #137, Neck Road, and the Stanley Hill Road resurfaced. They also shimmed part of the Weeks Mills Road. The Board asked the Town Manager to coordinate an effort to inform the Maine Department of Transportation of their concern that the Weeks Mills Road needs to be resurfaced and possibly rebuilt as soon as possible. 

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· School Consolidation Items – Update – RPC Interest: There was about a one hour discussion on school reorganization. The discussion included many topics, from modified notices of intent and school choice to the different options for consolidation and financial impact on respective town because of reorganization.  
· Revaluation Progress Report and Discussion: It was noted that there are between two and four people doing work in China and representing the revaluation firm. Good progress is being made. 
· Maine DEP – China Lake Water Level Management – Response Letter: The Board postponed discussion of a state Department of Environmental Protection letter about the China Lake outlet stream dam until resident Al Althenn, who initiated the correspondence, could be present. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Fee Schedule – Adoption of the Proposed Revised Schedule: On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to adopt the revised schedule of town fees as recommended and presented and to take effect on October 15, 2007 or as soon thereafter as allowed by ordinance or law.  
· November Ballot – Warrant Signing: On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of and to sign the Warrant as presented. 
· Abatements and Supplemental Tax Certificate and Warrant: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of the abatements and supplemental tax certificate and warrant as presented. The items are on file in the town office. 
· General Assistance Ordinance Appendices A, B, and C – Adoption of 
Appendices: The Board scheduled an obligatory public hearing on the changes in the appendices at 6:55pm on Monday, October 15, 2007 in the town office meeting room. 
On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany L. Glidden and a second by Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at 8:37pm.
