On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden and a second by Selectperson Leslie
French, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to open the meeting at 7:00pm. Board members
present were Irene L. Belanger, Tiffany Glidden, Leslie French, and Betsy Fitzgerald.
Others present were Mary Ellen and Ken Fletcher, Sheldon Goodine, Ricky Larrabee,
Theresa Gooldrup, Carolyn Wadsworth, Davis Sears, Tom Barber, Kelly Grotton, Becky
Hapgood, Amanda King, Meghan Sears, Dan Fournier, Harold E. Charles, Milon A. and
Peggy Fuller, Scott Pierz, Judd Thompson, and the Town Manager.

On a motion by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden and a second by Selectperson Leslic
French, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to accept Warrant #1 for $489,657.88 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany
Glidden, the Baord voted 3-0-1(Chair) to accept the minutes of the 12/16/02 and 12/30/02
Select Board meetings as presented.

New Business:

* Representative Kenneth Fletcher — Dam Removals on_the Sebastacook:
Mr.Fletcher presented the Board with a Alewives Restoration Plan as it relates to
China Lake. He felt the restocking plan is not well known and that there should be
more public hearings to inform the area officials and townspeople. Representative
Fletcher shared information on subjects from the impact on cold-water fisheries
and methods and costs to achieve fish passages to dam locations and the need for
more informational hearings. Ken noted that the state plan calls for initial
introduction of alewives in China Lake in 2004 and a self-sustaining population
by 2008.

¢ Administrative Consent Agreement: The Board approved a consent agreement
with Milon and Peggy Fuller, whose house on Fire Road #31 was built too close
to the side lot line. The owners also built a deck without a permit in 2002. The
C.E.O. calculated a penalty using China’s penalty assessment guidelines, but
recommended cutting that number in half because the Fullers were not
responsible for the error in 1978. The Fullers also took five feet off the deck and
will get an after-the-fact permit. On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald
and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 2-1(French)-
1(Chair) to assess a penalty of $615.00 and charge double the permit fee.
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Manager’s Report:

¢ Town Report Information: It was noted that information to be put in the Town
Report needs to be at the town office by the end of the first week in February.

e Annual Town Business Meeting: It was noted that the Town Business Meeting
is scheduled for March 26, 2003 at 7:00pm in the China Middle School. A
quorum of 168 is needed to open the meeting. The board decided to keep with the
same quorum rather than to have a secret ballot on a quorum adjustment question
the night before the town meeting. At this point a request to put a question on the
warrant at the town meeting was discussed. This request involved the
reconsideration of the Route #3 rezoning question that was on the November 2002
ballot. There was discussion about whether or not to refer this again to the
Planning Board and Economic Development Committee before proceeding to put
it on a ballot. On a motion by Selectperson Leslie French and a second by
Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to pass the question
by the Planning Board and put it on the March Business Town Meeting Warrant.

o Foreclosed Properties, January 6, 2002: The town manager presented to the
Board a list of seven properties on which the town has foreclosed because of
overdue taxes. Some former owners already contacted the town office about
payment arrangements. There have been numerous attempts to contact every
property owner before and after the foreclosure process. The Select Board
reaffirmed their policy of allowing former owners 60 days to attempt to reclaim
their property. On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by
Selectperson Leslie French the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to former property
owners 60 days after the foreclosure date to reclaim their property by paying the
taxes in full to a current status.

* New Fire Truck — CVVFD: It was noted that the China Village Volunteer Fire
Department will be receiving a new fire truck soon. The Smeal Fire Apparatus has
sent a final billing for the truck in anticipation of delivery in the near future.

o Committee/Positions Open — China Recreation Committee & Budget
Committee: On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by
Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to appoint Becky
Hapgood to the China Recreation Committee. There was not any action taken on
the Budget Committee position.

Old Business:

e Alternate-At-Large Position — China Planning Board: On a motion by
Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the
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Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to appoint Pete Foote to the Alternate-At-Large
Planning Board position.

* Administrative Support Staff Position — China Planning Beard: The town
office staff was authorized to advertise for the support staff position in local
papers.

New Business:
©  2003-2004 Municiapl Budget Deliberations: The Town Manager presented the
Board with a draft 2003-2004 municipal budget. In a cover letter he indicated the
proposed budget should not cause a tax increase. The Board tabled the
deliberations to the next scheduled meeting. The town manager noted that the
budget presented represents less than a 2% net increase and could be offset by
valuation increases. He also said that the municipal portion of the total town

budget represents only 6.04% of the total budget, or less than one mil of the 16.08
mil tax rate.

Other announcements included an informational meeting by the D.O.T. to be held at the
Windsor Elementary School on February 5, 2003 at 7:00pm regarding the reconstruction
of Route #32 South. Additionally, it was noted that the Small Communities Grant

deadline for applications is January 31, 2003. The program administers grant funding for

malfunctioning septic systems.
