Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:10 p.m. Board members present were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Mitch Feeney, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept Warrant #47 for $15,524.62 and Warrant #48 for $498,158.80 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 03/31/2008 meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· PSAP and Dispatch – Informational Update/Recommendation/Action: It was noted that there will be a meeting of emergency services personnel with Mike Smith of the Somerset PSAP and Mike Beneke of the Waterville Dispatch on Thursday, April 24, 2008 in the town office at 7:00 p.m. There is a scheduled









changeover from the CMRCC to the Somerset PSAP and Waterville Dispatch to take place in the next few weeks. Various topics about the proposed changeover will be discussed at the meeting.  
· Causeway & Main Street Intersection: This will be discussed at a later meeting after some research is done with the MDOT about municipal authorities to change signage on town roads that intersect with State roads. 
· Traffic Items – South China Village Area – Hannaford: There is a meeting scheduled for Wednesday, April 23, 2008 at 7:00 p.m. at which time the town will receive information from residents about traffic concerns in the South China Village area. Residents in the area and members of the Road Committee have been invited to the meeting. The Town Manager noted that he met on Wednesday, April 16, 2008 with David Allen of the MDOT on the same topic. Mitch Feeney of Hannaford Bros. Company commented about China Planning Board conditions proposed to be attached to the Conditional Use Permit application of Hannaford Bros. Company. He noted that there would probably be proactive and immediate measures taken to mitigate any traffic issues while at the same time studies would be taken over time of the possible changes in traffic patterns of the motoring public. He went on to say that Hannaford Bros. Company would be willing to put $15,000.00 in escrow to defray any future costs of mitigation of traffic issues discovered after the proposed development and including the installation of speed tables if necessary.   
· Open Transfer Station Day – June 14, 2008 – Limitations: It was announced that the open day will be on Saturday, June 14, 2008 and that essentially the same limitations as in past years will be recognized and that residents may call the town office or transfer station for more details. 
· Planning Board Position Open: It was noted that a position has been vacated by the resignation of William Carey from the Planning Board. The open position is in District 4. We have had two residents express interest in the position, Gabrielle Isenbrand and Scott McCormack. The Select Board indicated they would appoint a person at the next regularly scheduled meeting.
· 2nd Quarter Tipping Fee from P.E.R.C.: It was noted that the 2nd quarter tipping fee will be $68.50 per ton. The fee during the first quarter of 2008 was $67.25.

· Eagle Scout Ceremony for Devon Tyler Kierstead: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to send a letter of recognition to Devon on behalf of the Select Board and Town of China. The Town Manager will attend the ceremony and read the letter of congratulations to Devon. 
Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Preliminary 2008 State Valuation Figures – Revaluation Implications and Information Inserts into the Town Line: It was agreed that the town will place inserts in the Town Line newspaper regarding the revaluation as we approach tax commitment time in July or August.  

· Recycling Coordinator – Neil Farrington – Chipping Initiative: Selectperson Neil Farrington informed the Board of his plan to separate and stockpile different types of demolition and debris so that the town could contract to grind some of the product and sell it on the open market. Neil proposes the discontinuance of burning of brush and clean wood. This would increase the town’s recycling rate substantially. There would be one concern about the storage or stockpiling area needed to allow for processing of large enough amounts of brush and clean wood to make the grinding proposal economically and efficiently favorable.  
· April 29, 2008 Referendum Ballot - Return of Public Notice: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to sign the Return of Public Notice for the April 29, 2008 Referendum Ballot. 

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Board of Assessment Review Appointments: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to make the respective appointments to the Board of Assessment Review as presented.
