Pine Tree Development Zone Designations – Resolution Considerations:  Select Board Chair Elwood Ellis opened the Public hearing at 6:50pm. Board members present at the Public Hearing were Tiffany L. Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Ken Young, Jim Caldwell, and the Town Manager. 

Ken Young, Executive Director of the Kennebec Valley Council of Governments, informed the Select Board and others present of the various items and submissions involved in the application process for a Pine Tree Development Zone designation of land parcels within a municipality in Maine. KVCOG administers the program for the State of Maine in southern Somerset County, western Waldo County, and all of Kennebec County.  A meeting was set up for Thursday, January 25 at the KVCOG office for China representatives to present their request before a Steering Committee. 
It was noted that the two proposed development zones are the Northland Telephone Company lot and several adjacent lots on the South side of Route #3 and the former Gazelle lot, now the home of PC Junkyard, at the intersection of Routes 137, 202, and 9 near China Village.
