· Town Report Information: It was noted that information for publication in the town report is to be given to the town clerk. The deadline for publication is approaching. 
· Annual Town Business Meeting: It was noted that the Annual Town Business Meeting is scheduled for Wednesday, March 26, 2003 at 7:00pm at the China Middle School. A quorum of 168 registered China voters is needed to open the meeting. 
· Budget Committee Position Open: It was noted that a position on the Budget Committee remains open. Two people telephoned to express interest in the position. Select Board chairperson Irene L. Belanger asked for written statements of interest from the two candidates and said that the Select Board will discuss filling the position at the next meeting.

Joann said she is trying to co-ordinate speakers. 

· 2003-2004 Municipal Budget Deliberations: The Select Board spent a good deal of time reviewing the 2003-2004 proposed municipal budget. All items except recommendations on salaries were accepted. The Town Manager noted that the proposed budget represents a 1.996%net increase and that he expects increased property valuations will more than offset the increase in proposed expenditures; so the municipal side of the budget will not raise the mil rate. It was also noted that the municipal budget represents a little more than 6% of the total town budget. The following is the record of the actions taken on respective articles:
