Minutes
On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Tiffany L Glidden, Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Judd Thompson, Leo Berube, Jennifer Berube, Martha and Ames Quimby, Paul MacDonald, and the Town Manager.
Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #46 for $14,746.47 and Warrant #47 for $429,917.94 as presented.
Public Comment: Martha and Ames Quimby commented about the property across form their residence on Dirigo Road. They expressed dissatisfaction with the accumulation of items on the Coston Property. The Board agreed that the issue would be dealt with at a June 1 Select Board meeting, a deadline set by the Board for a complete cleanup of the property.  
Manager’s Communications: 
· June Referendum Election – Date, Time, Site – Public Hearing On Articles: It was noted that the June election would take place in the town office on June 14, 2005 from 7:30 am to 8:00 pm. A public hearing needs to be held on the articles and would necessarily have to be coordinated with school officials. 

· Fee Free Open Transfer Station Day –Date: The Select Board agreed to hold the fee free day on June 14, 2005. It was noted that there would be limitations on how many items would be accepted without charge.

· Public Hearing – CDBG Status (Three Phase Power in China Village): The Select Board agreed to have a public hearing prior to their regularly scheduled meeting on June 13, 2005. The Board will hear a report on the Community Development Block Grant that brought three-phase power to Central Machine,
Inc. in China Village. State Representative Judd Thompson commended the town for participating in the grant. 









· Paving Bids and Due Date: The Town Manager noted that bids for paving had gone out and are due back at the town office by 1:00 pm on Friday, May 13, 2005 and are to be reviewed by the Select Board at their May 16, 2005 meeting. 

· Docks at the Head of the Lake: It was noted that the docks were scheduled to be installed in the water on May 5 or May 6, 2005.

Unfinished Business:

· Banner Attachment to “Welcome China Lakes Region” Sign on Route #3: Selectperson Neil Farrington proposed installing a banner on the “Welcome China Lakes Region” sign recognizing Erskine Academy. His proposal for a 16 in by 20 foot sign would be funded by the Erskine Academy Alumni Association. On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Elwood Ellis, the Board voted 2-1(Austin)-2(Glidden, Farrington) to approve of Selectperson Farrington’s proposal. There was a good deal of discussion on proposal including fairness to other schools and initial reasons for the installation of the sign. Selectperson Farrington noted that the Maine Department of Transportation needs a written justification for the sign from the town and that he also needs permission from the Alumni Association and the Erskine Board of Trustees. 
· Junk Yards/Automobile Graveyards Update: It was noted that the Codes Enforcement Officer was not available to give the update and that it would be discussed at the June 1, 2005 scheduled Select Board meeting. 
New Business:

· Community Services Project Certification – ATV Trail Maintenance Financial Assistance Grant Application: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of the grant application by the China Four Seasons Club on behalf of the town. 
· Abatement and Supplemental: The Board signed abatement and supplemental tax assessments.

On a motion by Selectperson Elwood Ellis and a second by Selectperson neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 pm.
