The meeting was opened at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Bob Batteese, Tasha Kao, Arlita Hallee and the Town Manager.
Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Elwood Ellis.
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of Warrant #48 for $14,261.09 and Warrant #49 for $447,620.28 as presented.

New Business:

· Boston Post Cane – Presentation to Yvonne Farris: The Board adjusted the agenda and made a formal presentation of the Boston Post Cant to Yvonne Farris as she is the oldest known citizen of the town of China. She was born in September 1908. Yvonne was accompanied by her son, Nelson, and her daughter-in-law, Sharon. 
Public Comment (On Agenda Items Only): There was not any public participation at this time.

Manager’s Communications:

· The Earth Machine – Back Yard Composting Bin Sales – SPO Recycling Rate for China: It was noted that the town has sold over 90 composting “Earth Machines” and that the State Planning Office 2004 adjusted recycling rate for China is 27.35%. Orders for the composting bin will be made in groups of 20, there will be several additional bins available for those interested in buying one subsequent to the closing date for orders. 
· June Referendum Election – School Budget – Date, Time, and Location: It was noted that the June Referendum Election will take place at the Town Office on June 14, 2004 and the polls will be open from 7:30 am to 8:00 pm.
· Fee Free Open Transfer Station Day – June 4, 2005: It was noted the fee free day will be held on Saturday, June 14, 2005 from 7:00 am to 5:00 pm. There will be limitations on amounts of certain items that could be brought to the transfer free of charge. 
Unfinished Business:

· Signing and or Adoption of the School Budget Referendum Election Warrant: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the School Budget Referendum Election Warrant as presented. (A copy of the Warrant is attached to these minutes for the record.) 
New Business:

· Paving Bid Review and Acceptance: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second Selectperson Neil Farrington the Board voted 4-0 to accept the low bid of Pike Industries, Inc. Pike Industries, Inc. bid $33.85 per ton of mix. The Town Manager noted the various roads to be paved in the upcoming season.

· Red Light Applications: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of the Red Light applications for Tom Michaud of the Weeks Mills Volunteer Fire Department and for William Rancourt of China Rescue. 
· Abatements and Supplemental Tax Assessments: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to approve the abatements and supplemental tax assessments as presented. (An official copy of the abatements and supplemental assessments is kept at the town office) 
Selectperson Neil Farrington noted that the Kennebec County Jail Inmates provided labor services in the initiative to clean up the shoreline at the head of the lake.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn the meeting at 7:23 pm.
