Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:02 pm. Board members present were Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Paul MacDonald, Danny McKinnis, Sergeant Mike Tuminaro, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Sergeant Tuminaro.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #42 for $17,240.02 and Warrant #43 for $431,630.98 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 3-0 to accept the minutes of the 03/05/2007 Select Board meeting as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Comprehensive Town Revaluation – Informational Direct Mailing: At least one more direct mailing will be sent out before the comprehensive revaluation process begins. An e-mail communication has been sent to William Van Tuinen regarding a starting date.  

· Town Business Meeting – Saturday, April 7, 2007 – Quorum of 191: The Board briefly discussed the difficulty in obtaining a quorum of 191 registered voters.
· Taxes are Due – 2nd Payment Due by March 30, 2007: This was noted for public information. 
· Road Postings: The roads in China have been posted for road weight limits.
· Town Reports Available Soon: It was noted that the reports will be available by the end of the work week.








Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· June Referendum Election Ballot – China Rescue Vehicle: Danny McKinnis of China Rescue, Inc. updated the Select Board on the progress of the search for an appropriate and new Rescue vehicle. Danny noted that he has had additional quotes on various vehicles and is going to obtain an additional one in the near future. He has asked the Select Board to put a question on the June ballot asking voters to appropriate funds for a new Rescue vehicle. The town is applying for grant funds for a new vehicle. The proposed article for the June ballot will ask for funds in the event that the grant application is unsuccessful. The Select Board did not take any action at this time with two more meetings scheduled before the necessary June ballot approval process expires. 
· School Budget Articles – Available Soon: It was noted that the State Department of Education has not published the education subsidy numbers and therefore the school budget articles cannot be crafted.
· Warrant for the Town Business Meeting – Signing: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept and sign the formal copy of the Warrant for the Town Business Meeting.

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Mike Tuminaro – Kennebec Sheriff’s Office Report: Sergeant Mike Tuminaro handed out various call analyses data for China over given periods of time. He compared activity between 2006 and 2007 and noted that there have been less calls thusfar in 2007 than in the comparable period in 2006. Sergeant Tuminaro also noted that the Sheriff’s cars have undergone a change. The light bars have been taken off the exterior and put inside. Additionally, laptop computers have been installed in each car enabling officers to send and receive information without leaving their respective patrolling areas. Mike also commented about the speed details the town contracts for periodically. The Board thanked Mike and the Sheriff’s Department for all they do in China. 

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 7:42 pm.
