On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to accept Warrant #2 for $206,200.24 as presented.

Manager’s Report: 

· Update on Equipment & Storage Building and Demo & Debris Pad and Wall: The Town Manager noted that Snowden Consulting Engineers is currently doing a phosphorous study and soils test associated with the equipment and storage building. All work on the storage building has been put on hold pending results of the phosphorous study. The town intends to go before the Planning Board in early August.
· Summer Road Projects – Update: It was noted that substantial ditching work has been done on the Dirigo Road in preparation for surface paving later in the summer and gravel has been applied to the Wing Road as part of the reconstruction of the roadway. 

Public Comment (On Agenda Items): There was not any public comment.

Old Business: 

· Update on China Lake Water Level Informational Meeting July 9, 2003: Selectperson Joann Austin summarized the meeting, indicating that over 80 people were in attendance and that the meeting was very thought provoking. She 







noted that Bud Brown made an exceptional presentation. The Board asked the Town Manager to invite a representative from the D.E.P. to speak with them about China Lake issues at a meeting scheduled for July 22, 2003 at 7:00 pm in the China town office.
