








Select Board Meeting
Monday – 06/22/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
7:00 PM

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, and Neil Farrington. Others present were Al Althenn, Carroll White, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by the acting Chairperson Neil Farrington.

On a motion by Selectperson Peter Foote and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 3-0 to accept Warrant #59 for $20,668.11 and Warrant#60 for $864,060.09 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Peter Foote and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 05/11/2009 and 06/08/2009 Select Board meetings as presented. 
Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Open Transfer Station Day – Saturday, June 13, 2009 – Summary – Recognition: The Town Manager provided the Board with a summary of the products received and the costs associated with the “fee free” day.  On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to sign a letter recognizing the work done by two particular volunteers, Christopher Stone and Robert Farrington.
1. Implementation Committee/Other Committees Appointments  – China: It was decided that the initial meetings of the various committees should be targeted to begin after the Chair of the Board returns from foot surgery.
·  Comprehensive Plan: It was decided that the initial meetings of the various committees should be targeted to begin after the Chair of the Board returns from foot surgery.
· Foreclosure Sales –Weeks Mills Road Property: The Town Manager noted that the property has been advertised in a Notice of Tax Sale in the local newspapers and that all residents of the Weeks Mills Road have been sent separate notices directly in the US Mail. It was also noted that proper rules sated in the Notice will be strictly interpreted.










· One Room School House: The Town Manager noted that he had met with engineer Al Hodsdon regarding bid specifications for the restoration or the school house. He went on to say that the bid specifications should be ready to be sent out to contractors in about a month. 

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Credit Card Acceptance – Proposal: Ryan Drummond of Bangor Savings Bank provided the Select Board with options for setting up systems to accept credit and debit cards for town office transactions. Because of banks’ and credit card companies’ requirements and state regulations, there are two different systems for accepting credit and debit cards. One system is for tax payments and the other system is for everything else, the systems having different fee structures. The Select Board did not take any action at this time and will discuss the topic at their next meeting.  
· Recycling Coordinator: Mr. Farrington said he felt the town should purchase a baler in the near future to process cardboard and plastics. The Board discussed the merits of purchasing a baler compared to purchasing a compactor. 
· Quit Claim Deed – Release Deed – to RSU#18: On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Peter Foote, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of and sign the respective documents transferring China’s two school buildings with associated land to Regional School Unit #18 as presented. An additional clause was added to the original document saying the buildings will revert to the town when the RSU no longer needs them.  
· Bradley Island: The Board postponed discussion of whether or not to sell Bradley Island.

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Red Light Applications: On a motion by Selectperson Peter Foote and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of and sign the Red Light applications as presented for China Rescue. A copy of the approved applications will be kept on file at the town office. The Board noted a couple of new members on the Rescue roster.
· Code Enforcement Issues – Citations: C.E.O. Scott Pierz gave the Board a progress report on outstanding enforcement issues. On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to approve of an Administrative Consent Agreement with Melissa and Arthur White; a copy of the Agreement is on file at the town office. 











· Dangerous Building – Administrative Consent Agreement:  The Board spent a good deal of time discussing particulars relating to Mr. Carroll White’s collapsed storage building in the China Village section of town. There was discussion about a draft administrative consent agreement proposed by the town, the agreement being modeled after one on the MMA’s Web site. It was eventually agreed that the draft agreement needed revisions to better suit the circumstances of the situation. Revisions were outlined and they will be formally addressed at a July 13, 2009 scheduled meeting.   
· Obscenity Ordinance Draft and Consideration – Disposition: The Board decided not to take any action on whether or not to put the proposed ordinance on a local ballot until after the China Planning Board reviews and comments on the ordinance.  
· Revaluation – Discovery of Permitting Deficiencies: C.E.O. Scott Pierz updated the Board on the progress of the town’s effort to correct permitting deficiencies discovered during the most recent revaluation of town property.  
· Personal Property Tax Write-Off: On a motion by Selectperson Peter Foote and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to approve of and sign documents relating to the write-off of uncollectable personal property taxes/associated interest assessment as presented. A copy of the documentation will be kept on file at the town office. 

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn at 8:48 pm.
