CHINA PLANNING BOARD

MEETING of JUNE 22, 2010

Approved Meeting Minutes

Members present:  James Wilkens, Scott Rollins, Milton Dudley, Ronald Breton, and Michael Morris

Others present:  Code Enforcement Officer Scott Pierz, Martha Wentworth, Paul MacDonald, Kyle P. Pierce, James West, Jacinth Allard, Zach Allard, Laura Hatfield, Bill Pettipas, Jesse Glidden, David Hamilton, Glen & Celeste Healey, and Peter Foote.
CEO Pierz opened the meeting at approximately 7:00 PM and, due to the absence of Chairman Martin, asked for nominations to act as Chairman for the conduct of this meeting.  Board Member Wilkens motioned that Board member Dudley chair the meeting.  Board member Rollins seconded the motion.  CEO Pierz then asked for a motion that nominations cease.  Planning Board member Wilkens also made that motion, and this was again seconded by Planning Board member Rollins.  Both motions passed without further discussion.  Acting Chairman Dudley then appointed Board member Scott Rollins to official voting capacity for this evening’s business items and the meeting began at 7:01 PM with the Board proceeding to review the draft meeting minutes of May 25, 2010.  Board member Rollins motioned to approve the minutes as written and Board member Dudley seconded that motion.  The motion to approve the draft minutes was passed 5-0 without further discussion.   

Under communications, CEO advised the Board that all land use articles on the June 8, 2010 ballot were approved by Town vote, including vote of approval for proposed land use provisions, and the towns’ people voted to make changes to the land use district map.  CEO Pierz reported that the proposed sign provisions and definitions also passed by at least margin of 100 votes. 

Chairman Martin wanted CEO Pierz to discuss with Legislator David Cotta the Board’s request to provide an update of the last legislative session.  CEO Pierz said that Representative Cotta will be here to provide update at the July 13, 2010 meeting.  CEO Pierz also reported that CMP’s Power Reliability Program was moving forward with its plans to bring new power lines through the power corridor, and CEO Pierz indicated that an informational packet provided information to the Board members this evening.  A copy of the CMP Site Location Permit was included from DEP.  
CEO Pierz reminded the Board that in February 2009 the Town of China adopted a Shoreland Septic System Compliance Program that became effective on July 1, 2009.  Now nearly a year has passed and CEO Pierz said that he has begun to interact with shore land owners and realtors, educating them about the program. 
CEO Pierz also advised there was a price quote from Hanover computers, and a June 3, 2010 Planning Board budget included in the packets as well.   
Acting Chairman Dudley then went on to review public hearing guidelines.   Acting Chairman Dudley asked that the board just gather info tonight and not respond.  

Acting Chairman Dudley advised that the scheduled public hearing was for an after-the-fact conditional use permit for Dewey “Robbie” Baker.  Kyle Pierce was present as Mr. Baker’s representative.  Mrs. Pierce spoke first, and she reiterated this public hearing was for a permit application for machine & fabrication shop.  Mrs. Pierce stated that at the last meeting Board members had questions, specifically about the setback distance of the industrial building to Mr. Baker’s well, and about how Mr. Baker would dispose of any cleaning fluids or agents.  Mrs. Pierce reported there was 320 feet from that well to the location of the industrial business.  She also said that Mr. Robbie Baker has contracted with M-PRO services of Portland, Maine to pick up hazardous fluids.   CEO Pierz then updated the Board in regards to the deed and the fact that there a copy of Mr. Baker’s deed was included in the applicant file on June 28, 2010 (the day after the last Board meeting).  CEO Pierz advised Board members that the Town received communications from some of the abutters, and that all 21 abutters picked up their certified mail.  CEO Pierz stated he received an email from Patricia Heavey of Power Line Drive (off the Cross Road) on June 14, 2010 with no objections noted.  He also reported he received two additional documents (very similar in composition) from Kelly Merrithew and from Marsha Hall, both indicating no opposition for Mr. Baker’s conditional use permit application.  CEO also informed the Board that he determined from a from a review of Mr. Baker’s deed that Mr. Baker has a deeded easement over Industrial Drive, and that Mr. William Stevens actually owns the property that is the entrance along Lakeview Drive. Per CEO Pierz, he said that he spoke with Maine Department of Transportation’s David Allen (regarding MDOT entrance permitting) who confirmed that, based upon Mr. Baker’s deeded easement; by default the entrance permit issued to Mr. Baker was valid.  Mr. Allen also advised CEO Pierz the existing MDOT entrance permit was being amended as the entrance currently does serve two single family residences.  Mr. Allen said he saw no problem with amending that entrance permit.  There were no questions from the Board.  The floor was then opened for the public hearing. 
James West took the floor o present his testimony.  Mr. West began by stating his name and saying that he resides at 644 Lakeview Drive across from the entrance known as Industrial Drive.  Mr. West said that he was very anxious for this meeting and that he had waited years to discuss the subject of truck traffic (associated with the project).  Before Mr. West could continue on that subject matter, acting Chairman Dudley advised Mr. West that he would need to keep his comments specific to the application at hand.  Without additional comment or testimony Mr. West opted to pick up his paperwork and immediately leave the building.  Acting Chairman Dudley asked if anyone else was prepared to give their testimony.  Without anyone else acknowledging their desire to present testimony, Acting Chairman Dudley closed the public hearing and proceeded to the next order of business.
Laura Hatfield of Beale Video was next on the agenda and the Board took up that piece of business.  Mrs. Hatfield took the floor and explained that Mr. Thad Barber, owner of businesses at the China Mall complex and the Market and Deli, proposed to her to move her video rental business into the Market and Deli to stay in business with lower overhead.  Board member Rollins inquired about the location within the Market and Deli.  Mrs. Hatfield confirmed that Mr. Barber would remove one row (of groceries), and she will put in her shelving for advertising her videos.  Board member Rollins asked if the septic design flow at the Market and Deli was adequate based upon the current number of employees there.  CEO Pierz confirmed that the septic design for that store is based upon the total number of employees at peak hours of operation.  Mrs. Hatfield said she intends her hours to be 10 AM to 8:00 PM, resulting in no new net increase in the number of employees.  She added, however, that she could not speak for Mr. Barber, and those types of questions should be directed to him.  Board member Rollins asked what the original design flow was based upon and asked CEO Pierz if it was based on employees.  CEO Pierz advised Board member Rollins that he would have to review archived records to determine the exact design flow.  He added that a replacement design could be allowed for an increase up to 25% of original design/demand without having to install that design; however, if the increase was more than 25% a new septic design would have replace the current system.  CEO Pierz told the Board he would review the Town’s records and communicate the findings with Mr. Thad Barber.   Paul MacDonald, a resident in attendance, asked if the Board if it was considering projected new traffic flow into the Market and Deli as a result of Mrs. Hatfield’s video business.  Mrs. Hatfield said she and Mr. Barber discussed this issue and both felt her customers are his customers were the same, so they did not anticipate any significant, increased traffic flow.  Board member Scott Rollins commented that the store had offered video rentals before, and it appeared there was no increase in volume so the only concern he could indicate was about the septic design flow.  CEO Pierz asked Mrs. Hatfield if her business was still going to be referred to as Beale Video.  She advised the Board that she still owns the video rental entity, but rentals would be a commission basis with Mr. Barber.  Mrs. Hatfield advised she had no plans for “signs” at this point.  Board member Rollins advised her that a new sign may require a permit, and she again confirmed there would be no new signage at this time.  She told the Board that her move was to be effective July 1, 2010.  The Board concluded that, under the circumstances where there was a former video rental at the Market and Deli, and that no significant traffic flow would result, Mrs. Hatfield needed no permit from the Town.  The Board reminded CEO Pierz to review and communicate his findings regarding the septic design for the Market and Deli.  
Acting Chairman Dudley passed on the agenda item regarding David Garceau as the meeting was ahead of schedule and he had not appeared yet.  Acting Chairman Dudley moved onto Hanover Computer’s estimate regarding the purchase of technology for the Planning Board.
CEO Pierz updated the Board by identifying that the Town was looking into Micro Soft Intel’s I-5 technology needed for the Board, and including MS Word, Excel, Outlook and which would sit into a docking port and so all members would be connected at the meetings.  CEO Pierz advised the Board that they were at the end of fiscal year with money in the Board’s account to be able to make the purchase that has been discussed for since the beginning of the year.  CEO Pierz said he spoke with Greg Goulette (Hanover Computers) and the Town could disperse $3,000 from the 2009-10 budget with the remainder from the 2010-11 budget.  Acting Chairman Dudley asked if the Board was approving a future purchase before there was an approved budget.  CEO Pierz said the 2010-11 budget was approved in March 2010 so the payment could be made once the new fiscal year begins July 1, 2010.  CEO Pierz informed the Board that the CEO’s computer would come out of the administrative budget.   CEO Pierz advised all Board members they would have separate email accounts on the laptop, and all town-related communications would come through their laptop computer.  He also said service contracts would be with Hanover Computer as they are provided to the town.  CEO Pierz said these devices would have a wireless connection and that members could interact with one another from the docking station.  Information would be loaded into those computers.  CEO Pierz recommended Mr. Goulette come in for “technology workshop” to review the new technology with Planning Board members.  Board member Morris explained “home wireless” and the fact that you could connect this Planning Board laptop to a computer at home.  Acting Chairman Dudley asked if the Board was looking to connect to home computers.  Board member Wilkens asked why a “Netbook” would not be able to do what a laptop could.  Acting Chairman Dudley said he thought Board members are just looking to keep up with e-mails.  CEO Pierz thought the advanced technology would keep up with future software requirements, and continue to perform into the future without having to upgrade.  Acting Chairman Dudley advised he would like to get a good product for the most affordable price, but hoped not to upgrade too soon.  Board Member Morris mentioned the consideration in the size of the screen for viewing maps, etc.  Acting Chairman Dudley said he was posing the question about spending the Town’s money on something they have done without for years.  It was corrected that the computer was Intel’s I-3 technology (versus the initial I-5 suggested).  Resident Peter Foote advised that the I-3 has a terabyte or more of space that will probably never be used.  Board member Rollins suggest that the Board find something at half the price, such as a Netbook with a 12” screen to get the price down (and maybe not all the bells and whistles were needed for the Planning Board).  Board member Rollins advised there was no real need for spending a lot of money.  Acting Chairman Dudley confirmed this, and he too said he was looking to pay about half the quote provided.  Board members Wilkens thought you could use the Netbook for e-mail communications.  Board member Rollins said that if the Town saved on the purchase price other components could be purchased (i.e. a RTB projector).  The projector could be shared with the Planning Board, and half the cost could be shared with the Selectman.   Mr. MacDonald asked if the Netbook had enough memory to hold all the ordinances, maps, etc.  CEO Pierz stated the Town wanted to equip the Planning Board so they would not have to make another purchase of larger memory.  When discussion ended, Board member Breton made motion to put aside an amount not to exceed $3,000 for the purchase of six (6) computers.  Board member Wilkens seconded the motion.  Under discussion, Mr. MacDonald informed the Board that an amount not to exceed $8,000 could be moved forward from one fiscal year into the next, and the purchase could still come out of the budget.  Board member Wilkens amended the motion to use the carryover funding for the technology purchase.  Board member Morris seconded the amendment to the motion.  Without further discussion, the Board voted unanimously to approve both motions.
Discussion next turned to Mr. David Garceau, and CEO Pierz began the dialogue by telling the Board he often has to deal with “transient-type” businesses such as vendors that sell strawberries, flowers, hotdogs, and seafood.  He said that David Garceau has approached the Town about operating a seafood business at the Fieldstone Quikstop location.  Before the discussion had gotten underway, Mr. Garceau arrived at the meeting.  CEO Pierz reported that, in the past, Mr. Garceau wanted to operate a home-based business in China, but now he wanted to operate from the parking lot at Fieldstone Quikstop similar to the seafood business at Pleau’s Market and its parking lot in Winslow.  CEO Pierz said he contacted David Allen (Maine DOT) and reported that Mr. Allen did not think the additional traffic flow generated by this type of proposed business would be a problem.  Mr. Allen said he based his remarks on the MDOT’s current Traffic Movement Permit at the China Mall.  However, CEO Pierz said the one thing Mr. Allen and the MDOT were insistent upon was that Mr. Garceau could not operate the business within the MDOT right-of-way. Mr. Garceau would be negotiating with Thad Barber (owner of Fieldstone Quikstop and the Mini-mall) concerning where exactly the seafood business could operate.  Without confirmation that the parking apron in front of the Fieldstone Quikstop was terminated, or a park and ride agreement had been executed between Mr. Barber and the MDOT, the Board did not think this area was available to David Garceau.  CEO Pierz further reported that Mr. Garceau would like to operate from the spring into December and possibly even through and immediately after the New Year.  CEO Pierz provided an example such as B&F Vegetables in Winslow, Maine that stays open throughout the different seasons marketing vegetables in the summer, and Christmas trees in the winter.  CEO Pierz said that Mr. Garceau told him he would like to operate from under a tented area from his van and sell seafood products such as clams, scallops, lobsters, etc. from coolers.  Board Member Wilkens questioned whether the Planning Board was looking to permit this operation.  Board Member Wilkens also commented that if he owned a restaurant in Town and the Board allowed a permit to sell seafood across the street (with no business taxes, etc.), perhaps that was a not fair business practice to others.  Board Member Wilkens also thought there could be a lot more issues to consider.  Board Member Rollins stated that, outside of the land use issues, he thought a permit was needed to operate the business and was certain that the Town of Winslow (and other towns) sought fees from such vendors.  Board Member Wilkens agreed and was also concerned about there being no fees associated with transient businesses and their impact could affect other local businesses.  As the discussion continued Mr. Garceau finally arrived.  He said he had six (6) years of restaurant experience and was looking to open up a seafood vending place such as the one at Pleau’s Market in Winslow with a (semi permanent) canopy with a variety of seafood.  Mr. Garceau advised he has a few options for the Fieldstone Quikstop site (e.g. in the northeast corner of the Quikstop, or in the mini-mall parking lot).  Mr. Garceau stated he was looking to run the business beginning this summer and through New Year’s Day, and then be open again by Easter or Mother’s Day in the spring.  Mr. Garceau said he was looking at a four (4) day per week business which would be Thursday to Sunday.  He also added that he might be open Wednesday if the demand was there.  Mr. Garceau also informed the Board advised he was looking to operate between the hours of 11 AM to 5 PM.  He said he would begin with a small scale operation for now, with future plans to possibly have a seafood store locally.  His initial plan to get started might be at least 2 years as described.  Mr. Garceau said the reason why he approached the China CEO was because he was unfamiliar with the Town’s requirements and how to go about the process.  Mr. Garceau said he spoke with CEO Pierz and MDOT and they were both very helpful.  Originally Mr. Garceau did not know or realize there might be permitting required for proposal.  Acting Chairman Dudley told Mr. Garceau that one item CEO Pierz shared with the Board members was a concern from MDOT about where he could be located on the Fieldstone Quikstop site.  Mr. Garceau replied that he understood he could not be located in the MDOT right-of-way which makes the parking apron closest to Route 3 not an option as it is in the State’s right-of-way.  Mr. Garceau said he had also been going over the sign standards and at this time it did not seem feasible to locate a sign on the premises.  He did think that he could apply for an MDOT reflectorized sign.  Board Member Breton talked about a transient permits and wanted to know if this was a commercial business permit based, in part, on the recent requirement placed upon Mr. Joseph Sears “haunted hay ride” proposal.  CEO Pierz advised the Board that the China Mall was a commercial property which already had at least one hundred (100) motor vehicle trips per day based upon the MDOT’s Traffic Movement Permit.  CEO Pierz did acknowledge that just recently he had received several calls from McGrath’s strawberry farm about the “pop-up” strawberry stands along the Waterville Road and other locations in China.  CEO said he cannot always keep up with the numbers of temporary, transient businesses that appear in Town; he further stated that whenever possible he asks such vendors to fill out a notification form so the Town knows they are operating their businesses in China.  CEO Pierz told the Board that there was really nothing in the Land Use Ordinance that required the permitting of transient-type vendors.  Board Member Rollins thought that a “strawberry stand” was an occasional business; however, Mr. Garceau wanted to have a structure and be open up to ten (10) months.  Board Member Rollins referred to B&F Vegetables again, and thought that business most likely had a permit from the Town of Winslow.  Board Member Rollins asked if Mr. Garceau had talked with the Department of Agriculture, to which Mr. Garceau said that he has actually talked with the Department of Marine Resources.  Mr. Garceau said that he was aware of the State’s licensing requirements and working with Marine Resources.  He also said that he was a single father of three children, and that he “was not greedy, but he was needy” and that he would offer area people low prices for seafood products.  CEO Pierz addressed requirement of the Phosphorous Control Ordinance concerning paved surfaces, and the roofed surface from the “tent” would actually be considered less phosphorus export than the paved apron.  Board Member Rollins asked if the Mini-mall was paved and that fact was confirmed by the Board.  Board discussion turned to whether a permit would be required and CEO Pierz said he would work with Mr. Garceau to get a conditional use permit if the Board decided that a permit was required.  Acting Chairman Dudley thought the proposal was a seasonal operation and did not require a permit.  Acting Chairman Dudley stated to apply a conditional use permit for this small enterprise was “overkill”.   Board Member Rollins said that he looked at the length of time the business would be operating and whether a structure, even a tent, was involved.  CEO Pierz asked for Planning Board to provide direction, but CEO Pierz agreed with Acting Chairman Dudley.  He said that if the Board wanted him to move in the direction of permitting he would try and work with Mr. Garceau to come back for the July 13, 2010 meeting.  Mr. McDonald asked about the need for electrical and plumbing, and Mr. Garceau confirmed neither was needed.  Mr. Garceau said he would need a wholesaler’s license if he decided to sell to local businesses.  Mr. Garceau also said that for him to sell lobster and other seafood he would only need a State seller’s license, but he had not yet obtained that license since he was unsure he could move forward with the Town.   Board Member Breton revisited the permitting of Mr. Sears, and said that if the Board required a permit for Mr. Sears to operate one month out of the year, then a permit should be required for Mr. Garceau’s proposal.  Acting Chairman Dudley commented that the Town should not make it more difficult for a man to start a business in China.  
When this lengthy discussion neared its end, Board Member Rollins made a motion to direct CEO Pierz to work with Mr. Garceau to move forward into the permitting process and to prepare an application for a conditional use permit.  The motion was seconded by Board Member Wilkens.  Without further discussion, the Board voted 4-1 in favor of the motion with Acting Chairman Dudley opposed.  Upon a final note, Mr. Garceau asked the Board if he could operate the proposed business for the next couple of weeks so he could sell product through the 4th of July weekend.  He said he would take a week off and then come back to the Board at their subsequent meeting.  Board Member Rollins said he thought there would be no problem with that arrangement, as the activity would be temporary for only a few weeks.  The consensus of the Board agreed with Board member Rollins’ assessment.
As business came to a close, news reporter Mary Grow informed the Board that there was a meeting on July 8, 2010 regarding the French Farm located on the Vassalboro Road and concerning the Land for Maine’s Future Program.  Acting Chairman Dudley said he thought the group would be talking about saving the French Farm while looking for potential buyer.    

Before the meeting closed, CEO Pierz informed the Board that Mr. Sears raised an issue after the last Planning Board meeting came to an end and the Board had adjourned.  CEO Pierz said the series of conditions placed on Mr. Sears’ permit were overbearing as they pertained to having Fire and Rescue Services on site during his haunted hay ride event.  Mr. Sears thought the conditions should be adjusted and he did not like these requirements.  CEO Pierz said he additionally received miscellaneous feedback that the Town was “over-regulating” that activity by requiring fire & rescue had to be available while the event was operating.  CEO Pierz said that he perceived the conditions as being the best interest of the participants, but others think that the Town sponsors sporting events where no local fire or rescue services are available.  CEO Pierz said, unlike the local recreation programs, Mr. Sears’ endeavor was a commercial activity, requiring permitting by the Town.  The conditions requiring fire and rescue to be on site were based upon the perceived need for the commercial business to act responsibly for its participants.  CEO Pierz said he would continue to draft conditions of approval and the Planning Board always has the ability to amend said conditions.  When Mr. Sears approached the CEO saying he had difficulty (after the meeting was over) and had problems with having the local fire and rescue being on site during the event, he asked if he had to meet those conditions.  CEO Pierz said he advised Mr. Sears that the conditions had to be met.  Acting Chairman Dudley said that if Mr. Sears was unable to meet the conditions, he essentially did not have a permit.  Board Member Rollins stated that Mr. Sears did not oppose the condition during the Board’s review, and it was only after the meeting that Mr. Sears complained.  Acting Chairman Dudley suggested that (in the future) the Planning Board should asks the applicant if they have any concerns or if the conditions were unreasonable as part of the permit.  Board Member Wilkens advised the Planning Board that is was responsible for the health, safety, and welfare of the people of China.  He said, “The permit (process) was black and white,” and Mr. Sears went through the permitting process.  Regarding the Sears’ permit, Board Member Wilkens said he thought the Board did what was right for the Town.  CEO Pierz said the Board was a regulating entity which may require services of other municipal departments, but if those services do not wish to participate the Planning Board had no control.  Mr. MacDonald explained that Mr. Sears’ problem was with having the fire and rescue units on the site while the event was operating.  The condition was reviewed and it confirmed that the way it was written it seemed the services must be on site during the event.  Board Member Morris made points about the dark field that patrons would be dealing with, and since the patrons were paying for the local services (through their taxes) he did not think the conditions were unrealistic requirements.  Board Member Wilkens said that Mr. Sears had the opportunity to appeal the Board’s decision, but declined to do so.  Mr. MacDonald said that Mr. Sears was under the impression that the units must be on-site.  Board member Dudley reviewed the condition again and advised that the condition could be interpreted as having an EMT on site, rather than the full Rescue Truck.  Board Member Wilkens thought that Mr. Sears should be available to discuss these concerns in-person.  Board Member Rollins agreed with Acting Chairman Dudley that a member of China rescue could be on site, rather than the Rescue vehicle.  Board member Morris reminded everyone that another conditions also requires the local fire department be on-site in case a fire occurs.  CEO Pierz stated that the Planning Board is perceived as land use regulators, and Mr. Sears should have said something during the meeting or come back and approached the Board to amend the permit.  Acting Chairman Dudley advised the Board they may not need to amend the permit, but instead may be able to more accurately interpret these conditions.  Board Member Wilkens said the Board should not make decisions until there were further discussions with Mr. Sears.  Board Member Rollins thought Mr. Sears needed to amend the permit and return to the Planning Board to do so.  Board Member Breton said the comments about requiring the China Fire Department should be taken into consideration, and perhaps the conditions should just stipulate “fire and rescue” in general and not name the China departments (since private entities could be hired by Mr. Sears to meet the conditions).  CEO Pierz concluded the discussion and queried what the purpose of the Planning Board was if it was not to regulate and approve permits.
Resident Peter Foote asked to be recognized and said he had a couple of concerns to pass on to the Planning Board.  He said the fire department issue at hand was one of them.  Mr. Foote questioned whether anyone looked into the staffing or need for response from rescue or fire.  The other concern Mr. Foote mentioned was that he was not a regulator, but that CEO Pierz was and he thought that CEO Pierz finds it hard to “shave conditions that go beyond the book”.  Mr. Foote told the Planning Board that the lighting of the property should be the responsibility of the owner.  CEO Pierz raised the question of whether the Town, in the event that conditions were not imposed, would be open to litigation because the Planning Board did not require certain conditions of the permit.  Board Member Rollins told the Board that, due to the nature of the business proposed by Mr. Sears, he believes that the fire and rescue departments need to be there.  Mr. Foote went on to discuss the public hearing held tonight.  He said he was concerned about Mr. West’s presentation and he wanted to address the ongoing traffic concern associated with Mr. Baker’s proposed application.  Mr. Foote said Mr. West had a valid right to speak and he was “shut down”.  Mr. Foote also said he thought that traffic movement was part of the public hearing and that Mr. West should have had the opportunity to speak.   Acting Chairman Dudley replied that Mr. West was not asked to stop speaking.  Acting Chairman Dudley asserted he just wanted to keep the public hearing on the topic of the application.  Mr. Foote said he wanted to know why there was some communication not entered into public hearing.  Acting Chairman Dudley said that he would not apologize for requesting that Mr. West stay on topic.  Board Member Rollins advised that perhaps Mr. Foote could speak with Mr. West to encourage him to submit testimony in writing within the seven-day window for submitting written testimony based upon the Board’s public hearing policy.  Acting Chairman Dudley said his philosophy was that there was a policy and rules of procedure, and there was no waiver; it was easier to enforce the policy on the front end and the right thing was done.  Mr. MacDonald asked if traffic traveling to Mr. Baker’s site along Industrial Drive (in front of Mr. West’s home and his business) should be a concern.  Acting Chairman Dudley said he was not going to explain his decision any further.  
When all discussion ended, Board Member Wilkens motioned to adjourn and set the next meeting for July 13, 2010.  Board Member Rollins seconded the motion.  Before the vote, Board Member Breton advised the Board that he would not be present at the next meeting.  Finally, the Board voted 5-0 to set the next meeting and adjourn at 8:50 PM.
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
