7:03 PM Business meeting called to order:

Planning Board Chairman Rollins called the meeting to order at 7:03 PM.  
Meeting Minutes:
No draft meeting minutes available for review.

Communications:  

CEO Pierz presented items under communication with the Planning Board.  These items included:  

CEO Pierz stated that the Comprehensive Planning Committee Meeting was scheduled for tomorrow at 6:30 PM to discuss natural resources.  CEO Pierz stated that Planning Board member Foote was at the last meeting where the topic of economic development was discussed, and mostly discussed home occupations.  A home occupation was considered a business from a home, and could be put in an accessory building that was less than 1000 sq feet.  The result of the discussion was that it might be a good idea to develop performance standards to review what the impact on adjacent properties would be.  CEO Pierz stated that home occupations were occupations like daycare, hairdressing, and tax accounting.  They did not include occupations like welding and car repair.  CEO Pierz stated that the Code Officer would make the call on a case to case basis.  Planning Board member Foote stated that if the Comprehensive Planning Committee wanted more of a definition on home occupations, this Planning Board should work on it.  CEO Pierz stated that the committee talked about incoming businesses, stating that the town could not have a town full of home occupations.  The Comprehensive Planning Committee was pushing for more of a definition of home occupation without jacking up regulations.  CEO Pierz stated the Code Officer and Planning Board could work on some kind of version.  “There is a policy setting mode where the strategy would be to assign the Planning Board and committee to develop regulations.  Gardiner says you can have no signage, and no storage.  An example was to cook a product you would need a license from the Department of Agriculture.  We would have to address what is good for this community.”  Planning Board member Carey suggested that the Planning Board should look at towns of the same size to see what their regulations are.  
CEO Pierz stated that the DEP [Department of Environmental Protection] had devised storm water development for Northland Telephone Company. CEO Pierz stated that plumbing permits had been issued and construction is anticipated to begin in May. 
7:12 PM Initial discussion

Presentation by Oest Associates regarding Central Maine Power’s Maxcy’s-Augusta/Winslow Fiber Optic Project.
A presentation was provided by Steve Harding and Andy Masella regarding the Maxcy’s Augusta/Winslow Fiber Optic Project.  Mr. Harding stated, “We are working with CMP to provide environmental assistance with the SPS [Special Protection System] midcoast project, and trying to provide reliability.  The piece that goes through China is part of a much larger project.  The affected areas actually go through Wiscasset, Windsor, Bucksport to Champion Paper, expanded to Augusta to Windsor.  The Windsor run is section 67, which is part of the transmission line that goes through China.  We are proposing transmission lines on poles that would  protect against lightening.  There are two lines that go across.  We would take off one static line and put a fiber optic line in to allow the shut-off of portions of lines to repair specific areas.  This is for reliability enhancement.  The lines come in various lengths, and average about three miles.  The equipment would set 150 feet from the pole and sets the wire on either side of the pole.  In what you would see before and after, you would not notice the difference.  There would be one on Pleasant Ridge Road, one on Cross Road, one north of Route 3, and one off the Dirigo Road.  We have checked the impact on wetlands, and we have a DEP permit for that.  There is one small pocket of wetlands but they would not be getting into that.  We are not sure how this type of project ties in with the Planning Board.  This is a maintenance enhancement and we have not had to get other permits from other towns.  There is a DEP permit for tier 1 wetlands.  CMP has a large erosion control process that the contractor is required to follow.  This follows the best management practices.  The access to this project is from existing routes.”  
Planning Board member Rancourt asked what kind of equipment was involved.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there would be two pieces of equipment on each side at each time.  Mr. Harding stated there would be.  Planning Board member Carey asked Mr. Harding why the static wire had to be removed.  Mr. Harding believed it had to do with clearances.  CEO Pierz asked if someone was actually up in the air during this process.  Mr. Harding stated that he understood it as most of the process being done from the ground.  “At some point someone has to be up there.”  Planning Board member Carey asked what the time frame would be for this project in this area.  Mr. Masella stated they would be in the Town for a couple of weeks.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins clarified that essentially the shield wire would be replaced.  Mr. Harding stated, “Yes.”  

CEO Pierz stated that his questions were with the intrusion of wetlands and whether they needed a permit from the DEP.  “It sounds the intrusion would be minimal and done from the ground.”  Mr. Harding stated that for the first part they did need DEP approval.  CEO Pierz stated that his dealing with CMP is that they like to know you are in their area, and they want their property taken care of.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if CMP was part of this project.  Mr. Harding stated that CMP was actually their client.  Planning Board member Carey stated he was curious why satellite was not used in this day of wireless.  Mr. Harding stated that he believed it was because of reliability.  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if anyone saw the need for this to come to the Planning Board, and asked CEO Pierz if a permit would even need to be issued.  CEO Pierz stated that the project was existing infrastructure and being replaced by fiber optics. “It is not a new project.”  The Planning Board members did not feel this needed to be permitted by the Planning Board.  CEO Pierz stated he would send confirmation that the Planning Board did not need to see this.  

7:26 PM  Signing of approved plat

Signing of the approved K&K Land Surveyor’s plot plan for Emily Muller and Roger Baer regarding an amendment to the Meadowview Estates Subdivision to create one (1) additional parcel.  The property is located along the neck Road in a Rural District in the West Basin Watershed of China Lake and identified as a portion of China Tax Map 37, Lot 37.  
CEO Pierz stated that before signing off on anything, a few things would need to be read into the record.  CEO Pierz read a letter from Town Manager Dan L’Heureux regarding that the ability of local government to provide municipal services.  “Due to the nature of public facility and staffing, the incremental and marginal growth cannot be accommodated for these subdivisions, but when considered cumulatively may contribute to causing unreasonable burdens.  The policies or boards may need to accommodate.”  

Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any comments regarding Town Manager L’Heureux’s letter.  “What we need to look at, is it going to create problems for traffic, etc., not so much the cost of the services.”  Planning Board member Rancourt asked what the conditions were that were put on this.  Parrish Manson stated that the conditions were the letters from the fire department and transfer station, and requirement of pinning being completed, and Mr. Manson had completed these.  CEO Pierz added that this was also assuring that the application fees had been paid.  CEO Pierz requested a 5-minute recess to allow him to obtain the mylars for the Planning Board to sign off on.  

7:40 PM Discussion Item

Final review of K&K Land Surveyor’s final plot plan information regarding a proposed four (4) lot subdivision by W.W. Properties, Inc. off the Neck Road in China, Maine.  The property is in a Rural District within the East Basin Watershed of China Lake and identified as a portion of China Tax map 37, lot 37.  
Planning Board member Rancourt stepped down from the Planning Board for potential conflict of interest.  

Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked what changes had been made.  Mr. Manson stated that a turnout would be constructed in response to the Fire Chief’s request.  CEO Pierz stated that Dan McKinnis stated in a letter that 3 of 4 lots had significant access.  “Lot 2 is accessible along the driveway currently owned by Jack Kibbin, which is insufficient in overall width, and it was suggested that the Planning Board require widening the travel way and adding at least one turnout.  “The development of a minimum travel way standard would be in the best interest.”  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Manson what the width of the driveway was.  Mr. Manson stated 10 feet drivable, with a width of 12-1/2 feet.  “It is a driveway.  Is it the logical end to your request that my driveway has to be 20 feet wide? It is 12 feet wide.   It is not clear where in the ordinance the Planning Board has the power to regulate driveways.  Widening this road to a width to accommodate a fire truck and a rescue vehicle passing each other leaves 2-1/2 feet ditches.  There was no time to prepare a response.  The request for information was requested a month ago.  The response was received today.  There is no question of trespass when using the proposed turnout.”  CEO Pierz asked who built the travel way on the Kibbin lot.  Mr. Manson stated that Mr. Kibbin paid for his lot.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if lot 1 and 3 were off the Neck Road.  Mr. Manson stated that if lot 1 were to make use of the driveway, it would only use the north half.  “They own their respective halves.  They can use them as long as they do not interfere with the owner’s portion.”  Mr. Manson stated that his guess was that a fire truck and rescue truck could pass in places on the road.  “The slope is generally down and generally uniform and not bad.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if this turnout would be constructed with gravel.  Mr. Manson stated that it would be, and similar to what was there now. Planning Board Chairman Rollins suggested putting it at the other end of the open area half way along the drive so it was essentially splitting the driveway in half.  Mr. Manson stated that it could be moved.  “Assuming there was an emergency down there, I would assume it would be better closer to the site than having to drive 200 feet.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated he thought it would be best for the Fire Chief to determine.  Mr. Manson reminded the Planning Board that the question of the possibility that the driveway had to be widened was presented to them today.  

Planning Board member Foote asked who had presented the widening of the road.  “I find it odd to have a 20-foot turn around on a 12-foot road.  “It only services lot 2 and Kibbin's parcel.”  CEO Pierz stated that Mr. McKinnis had requested it.  Planning Board member Carey asked that the request from Mr. McKinnis was read again.  CEO Pierz read the correspondence.  CEO Pierz stated it was almost like the Van Winkler property where there was minimum road.  Planning Board member Foote stated that that was a road, this was not a road.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that lots 1 and 3 were not coming off that access way, so technically it was a driveway.  CEO Pierz stated it was no different than a camp road.  

Planning Board member Rancourt stated, “As an abutter I may want to offer that once you turn off the fire road there is full visibility and you can see the bottom and the top of the road.  
Planning Board member Foote asked if there was going to be an issue with the driveway being shared between two lots.  Mr. Manson stated that the party with the benefits would be the one to take care of it.  “They have to take care of it together.  There are only two of them.   It is the same issue as with a camp road, only simpler because there are not as many people.”   Planning Board member Foote stated that emergency services have never been contacted for a driveway.  “If this was no development, it would not be an issue.”  CEO Pierz stated that in the past we were able to contact the Fire Chief and it was presumed that if the Fire Chief said okay, it would be good for rescue.  “The point is that the Planning Board should always be keeping a mind on public safety whether it is a camp road or not, and try to foresee whatever problems there may be.  If you can adjust, we should try to do that.”  Mr. Willette stated that he had had tractor trailer trucks down that road.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board needed to look at it for review of whether it is an unreasonable highway or public road congestion.  “This is a driveway, they have done a turnout.  There is good site distance.  It is a good road.  It is not a very long access way.”  Planning Board member Foote stated that if there were a fire, the site distance would be perfect.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that those are some of the things the Planning Board needed to weigh.  
Planning Board member Carey stated that being new to the Planning Board and going by the way old camp roads were done in the past, the Planning Board needed to look to the future and make sure for here on in the Planning Board they did things the right way.  “Hearing what the fire chief says, we need to take it into consideration.  We want to make sure we set the right direction going forward.”  CEO Pierz stated that there would always be the potential at looking at existing situations.  “We have the opportunity to strive to perfect the need for safe access, but it is a driveway, it is already there, and it does have good site.”  

CEO Pierz read through the guidelines.  

Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “Back to the turnout, where the turnout is and where the buffer is, has it affected the phosphorous calculation?”  Mr. Manson stated that according to Mr. Pershken, he had stated it did not affect that.  “He could not be here, so I am speaking for him.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked for verification from Mr. Pershken to state this.  CEO Pierz stated he had asked Mr. Manson the same question, but Mr. Pershken could send something rather quickly.  Planning Board member Foote stated he did not think the driveway thing would be an issue.  Mr. Manson stated that the gentleman who threw out the suggestion had a point.  “Yes, it is something that needed to be addressed, but in this case am not sure there is anything that could be done about it.”  Planning Board member Foote stated that there was no standard on driveways.  

Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board had heard the guidelines and hashed out the issue of the driveway.  Planning Board member Foote made a motion to accept the plan as presented with the condition that Rick Pershken draft something about the shifting of the buffer.  Planning Board member Carey seconded the motion.  The Planning Board voted  3-0, all in favor to accept the plan as presented with the condition of Mr. Pershken’s draft.  Mr. Manson asked that the plat be signed and left in the possession of CEO Pierz until the letter was received from Mr. Pershken.  Planning Board members signed the plat.  

8:22 PM Project Reviews

Continuation of the review of Rowe and Wendell’s preliminary plot plan information for a ten (10) lot subdivision by Joseph Sears along Sears Drive in China, Maine.  The property is in a rural District in the East Basin Watershed of China Lake and identified  as portions of China Tax Map 38, Lot 36 and China Tax Map 33, Lot 19.
Planning Board member Rancourt rejoined the Planning Board.

David Wendell stated that they had sufficiently beaten the bushes to arrive at Joe Sears’ westerly line.  “On previous plans there was shown a large area of uncertainty.  We also have done additional fieldwork using GPS equipment and tying into other evidence, and it has not gone well.  This vicinity of China has had a history of problems almost since the layout of the Town of China.  I have additional documents I did not get into your packets.  We have tied into several surveys and other surveyor’s work.  Basically the Alder Park Road is in the wrong place.  When you run lot lines coming from the south, things fit until you get to the Alder Park Road.   When you come from the north things fit until you get to the Alder Park Road.  Mr. Sears’ project shows range lines with an overlay of the plan of the Town.  It does not go well.”  Planning Board member Foote asked how many years this goes back. Mr. Wendell stated since 1777.  CEO Pierz asked if the presented item was an overlay representation.  Mr. Wendell stated it was.  “The compass needle is changing in the Town of China.  The comment is basically they were run wrong from the beginning and continue to be run wrong.  All of the bearing information drops out if you look at different time frames from the plotting map.  If you look at Town Manager L’Heureux’s big map in his office, when you get to Joe’s lot it warps.  To the north they fit, to the south they fit.  They do not all fit at the same time.  It is a fairly exhaustive study of those lines and where they should be placed.  I am not going to spend any more of Mr. Sears’ money.  The issue came up about accessing lot 4.  Does this need to be as involved as it is, or are we back to the same thing as Mr. Manson’s project?  Technically this is a driveway.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked, “Are you saying that it serves only lot 2 from this point on and it is a driveway?”  Mr. Wendell stated that one of those lots had been sold.  “How broad a scope do you have to modify their lot?  If we were to put in turnarounds or hammerheads, would this type of road work?”  Planning Board member Carey asked what is the distance was.  Mr. Wendell, stated probably 400 feet (lot 5 and 6).  
CEO Pierz asked what the condition of the road was.  Mr. Sears stated there was gravel.  CEO Pierz wanted to let the Planning Board know that the claim is that there is 200 feet of gravel up into the tote road a couple hundred feet up to lot 4.  Planning Board member Foote asked how far down the road went.  Mr. Wendell stated that it went to the end of the lot.  “The road has been traveled.  Joe has cut wood in there.”  Planning Board member Foote stated, “Let’s say these two lots are served by the driveway, then who would take care of this?  Are you planning on some kind of association?”  Mr. Wendell stated they were.  “Lot 4, St. Amand’s and the Breton lot would have to have some type of operating agreement with helping to maintain the driveway.  As far as heavy vehicle use, it has stopped at the house.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated the concern was that you could not make them join a road association.  CEO Pierz stated that when lots 4, 5, and 6 are built, there will be heavy flat beds out there.  “There are portions of the road that are kind of soft.  I want the Planning Board to get focused on the last portion of the phase of development that would generate heavy traffic on the roads.”  CEO Pierz asked, “If I buy lot 4, I can figure that for 200 feet of the gravel that Mr. Sears put in there I could put a house.  Anything after that, I would have to put some gravel in there?”  Mr. Wendell stated that was correct.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “Technically the road would have to be built up to standard.  The road is serving the new lots.”  Mr. Wendell stated that what needed to be looked at with the Fire Department is do they need some kind of gravel turnout within this vicinity?”  Planning Board member Foote stated that he really felt that was part of the road.  “I understand what you are saying about calling it a driveway.  You are coming through the subdivision.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that once you hit the last lot, it is then their driveway.  
Mr. Wendell handed the Planning Board the current deed for one of the lots, stating that Mr. Sears keeps the ability to use a 50-foot right-of-way through that parcel.  Mr. Wendell stated that the description describes the lot and the lengthy description describes the roadway.  Planning Board member Foote stated that his mind set would be coming in from a public roadway through a subdivision to other private lots off that subdivision, it is a private road.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that if that boundary was taken off, then the road stopped right there.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that it may be that the Planning Board says that it is okay, but there was to be no development on this lot.  Mr. Sears stated that that road was as good as the rest of it.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked they knew the depth and amount of gravel.  “If the hammerhead makes access sufficient, then that is one thing.  This serves more than two people, it is a road.”  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if there was any intention of rebuilding any of these roads.  Mr. Wendell stated that as far as the onsite visit with the Road Commissioner, the Planning Board had to resolve some of the water issues and crowning.  “Mr. Pershken had asked us to have some control measures designed for draining.  Town Manager L’Heureux had suggested that there be some additional gravel placed and crowning, reshaping of the road.  We are still waiting on Town Manager L’Heureux’s written recommendation.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board would need that plus fire and rescue.
9:00 PM  


Continuation of the review of Downeast Surveying and Development’s preliminary sketch plan concerning a proposed four (4) lot commercial subdivision and a ten (10) lot residential subdivision by Joann Austin off the Route 3 corridor in China, Maine.  The property is identified as part of China Tax Map 22, Lot 119 and Map 28, Lot 1 in a Rural District in the East Basin Watershed of China Lake.  
Elwood Ellis stated that he had started to put a cross section of the road on the plan and stated he was not sure where they were at with the Planning Board.  “Does the Planning Board have those numbers yet?  I want to do it according to the new ordinance.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated the proposed standard was 18 inches, 3-inch base, 20 feet wide.  Mr. Ellis stated that the DEP was pretty protective of their wetlands.  “There was a road built across the lower end of it.  We propose the right of way being obtained and serving the lot to the west.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if they had access on Route 3 right now.  Mr. Ellis stated that the biggest thing is because it is going to be commercial, we need to put on the plan what is going to be required for each site for commercial development regarding storm water and phosphorous control.  The proposed rain gardens on the plan would probably fit into the road limits.  The soil is very deep and well drained.  I expect it to be worked very well.  We would like from Planning Board what is needed on this plan to make it complete to make it a final plan.”   
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any thoughts on commercial versus residential, and what the Planning Board should be looking at.  
CEO Pierz stated that the right-of-way belonged to lot 2.  Mr. Wendell added that the easement was obtained by the lot owner.  CEO Pierz stated that what was confusing in there was that there were not solid boundaries.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that the thing that jumped out was even though trying to comply with Town standards, is the turn.  Planning Board member Foote asked that on a commercial division, what purpose did the open space serve?”  Planning Board member Foote asked if they could utilize the half acre.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that that was an item for discussion in the future.  CEO Pierz stated that it was just preserving open space.  “Yours happens to be partly wetland, undeveloped land.”  Planning Board member Rancourt stated the issue had always been who maintained it, paid taxes on it.  Mr. Ellis stated that as far as he was concerned it was lot 2.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated it would follow the same guidelines as a major subdivision.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if the road was going to be paved.  Mr. Ellis stated it was not.  CEO Pierz asked if there would be some sort of association.  Mr. Ellis stated, “Absolutely.”  CEO Pierz stated that from the standpoint of the road, “If you were to build it to a spec that followed Streets and Ways spec, the road association could decide if they want to have it paved, and then turn it over to the Town and become a public road.”  

Regarding the residential subdivision, CEO Pierz asked how big the parcel was that was dedicated to Jason Tyler at this time.  Jeff Goggin stated, “When I first came here tonight I had no objections.  That corridor is extremely dangerous.  You ask the State troopers, they tag people at 70+ .  I don’t want to listen to Mr. Tyler’s skidders and chainsaws.  I cannot believe that that could happen.”  Mr. Tyler stated that he needed a place to do maintenance and have a secretary.  “I have to get out of my house.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked Mr. Tyler what he would be doing on the lot.  “What would you have for equipment?”  Mr. Tyler stated that as far as doing anything there other than maintenance and a secretary five days a week, equipment would be taken there and moved off trucks and worked on.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the concern of Mr. Goggin and anyone buying a lot there would be would this fit in with a residential area?  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked, “What about going over to the commercial area?”  Mr. Tyler stated that he had approached Mrs. Austin for over a year about doing this.  Part of the reason I picked that area is it is flatter.” Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if Mr. Tyler was talking about skidders.  Mr. Tyler stated woods equipment but no skidders - excavators.  “I do not own a truck.”  Planning Board member Carey stated that it seemed weird to have homes in back and businesses up front.  Mrs. Austin stated that he would be buffering the front to keep Mr. Goggin separate.  Planning Board member Foote asked if there were pretty heavy woods in there.  Mr. Goggin stated that there used to be, but Mr. Tyler took care of that.  “He has cut 70% of the timber.  The only think left is brush.”  Mr. Tyler stated he had started this project 12 years ago, then the ice storm came.  “Part of the 10-year plan it was to continue to harvest the land.  It is all ledge.”  Mr. Ellis stated that they are showing ledge on the test pits.  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked Mr. Goggin, “If this were residential, would you have any issue?”  Mr. Goggin stated there would be no issue at all.  “I have a friend who lived across the street from a small operation on route 17 and he could not take it, he had to move.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that part of the Planning Board’s review process was to look at the guidelines and hear from the public.  Planning Board member Carey asked Mr. Tyler if there were reasons for not moving to the other lot.  Mrs. Austin stated that it was more wide open and there were people across the street from there too.  Mr. Tyler added, “There is a security issue with the equipment.”  Mr. Tyler asked Mr. Goggin, “What can I do?”  Mr. Goggin stated that his concern was that he did not want to be laying in bed at 4 o’clock in the morning listing to the noise and did not want to hear it at 9 o’clock at night.  CEO Pierz stated that the Town did not have a noise ordinance.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that maybe it would be something that could be agreed on.  Mr. Ellis stated they would see what they could do to try to keep peace.

Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that CEO Pierz and himself had tried to fiddle with 11.2 in the Ordinance, but could not.  It would need to go to another time.  Time hit us and there are changes in there that may not be okay with everybody and best left for another time.  

CEO Pierz stated that the things not on the table that could be added are cross culverts, and travel way width.  Planning Board member Foote asked if the Town was willing to lesson standards to merge both documents to one.  CEO Pierz stated that when you see roadway crown, you have ½ per foot and ¼ paved.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board was fine with what they had.  “We are fine with the travel way.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins sated that the Planning Board needed to add down and back slopes, and need to add cross culverts to culverts.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if that was all that needed to be done to amend this.  “Are there any objections to that?”  CEO Pierz stated that in the Town Attorney’s review, under the table there is a section about commercial or residential subdivision that hits 20 lots, the 2 inches of pavement should become a 3 inch.  Planning Board member Carey stated that people were talking about a subdivision on the Neck Road.  “Is this the time or is it too late to add the driveway versus road?”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that would come up at a later date in the definitions.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if anyone knew how wide the surface was on the Stanley Hill Road.  CEO Pierz stated he did not, but knew they were restricted with wetlands.  
Planning Board member Rancourt made a motion to accept the changes to the Ordinance.  Planning Board member Carey seconded the motion.  The Planning Board voted  4-0, all in favor, to accept the changes to the Ordinance.  

Planning Board member Foote made a motion to forward the proposed Ordinance to the Selectmen for approval.  Planning Board member Carey seconded the motion.  The Planning Board voted 4‑0, all in favor, to forward the proposed Ordinance to the Selectmen for approval.  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked CEO Pierz when the Selectmen would again meet.  CEO Pierz stated he thought they met on April 16, 2007.  
Planning Board member Foote made a motion to schedule the next meeting and adjourn.  Planning Board member Carey seconded the motion. The Planning Board voted 4-0, all in favor to schedule the next Planning Board meeting on April 24, 2007, and adjourn the meeting at 9:58 PM.  
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
