7:03 PM Business meeting called to order:
Planning Board Chairman Rollins called the meeting to order at 7:03 pm.  
Meeting Minutes:
No draft meeting minutes available for review.

Communications:  

CEO Pierz presented items under communication with the Planning Board.  These items included:  

CEO Pierz stated that the next Planning Board meeting was scheduled for July 10.   CEO Pierz stated that he would be on vacation the week before, and wanted to know if the Planning Board members wanted to postpone the meeting.  CEO Pierz stated that if there was a meeting, all notices for upcoming public hearings would have to be done as soon as possible.

CEO Pierz stated that he had previously met with MDOT [Maine Department of Transportation] at the Route 3 facility.  CEO Pierz stated they had replaced the top concrete cover to the underground storage tank, and he had issued the permit.  CEO Pierz stated he had received the Environmental Assessment Report.  “What the future project is to expand the back of the building to make it deeper.  During the assessment no reportable impact was noted.”  CEO Pierz passed a copy of the report around to the Planning Board members.  “We talked about the issues regarding zoning, flood map, resource protection, but we would like them to think of the storm water.  If they keep under 1500 sq feet they will be exempted from the Phosphorous Control Ordinance.  
CEO Pierz stated that the Franklin County Soil and Conservation workshop was scheduled for last Saturday.  CEO Pierz stated that there may be something from Kennebec Valley that is similar.  

CEO Pierz stated he would continue to send interesting articles from newspapers as items of interest.  

CEO Pierz sated that he had received a letter from Attorney Dan Dubord regarding the subdivision for Joe Sears.  “I had a visit today from Hugh Gilman, who is a local surveyor, regarding the Shawn Breton lot.  I will be trying to address Hugh’s comments regarding the driveway.”  CEO Pierz stated that this would be discussed later in the meeting.  
Subdivision Reviews:
7:15 PM
Continuation of the review of Downeast Surveying and Development’s preliminary plot plan information concerning a proposed four (4) lot commercial subdivision referenced as Village Green Subdivision by Joann Austin off the Route 3 corridor in China, Maine.  The property is identified as part of China Tax Map 22, Lot 119 in a Rural District in the East Basin Watershed of China Lake.

Planning Board member Rancourt asked if the newly adopted Road Ordinance applies to what was already in review.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that unless the subdivision was approved prior to July 1, 2007, the new Ordinance would apply.  

Elwood Ellis stated, “I thought this was the final plan, but the agenda states otherwise.  I am ready.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked CEO Pierz to go over the checklist.  CEO Pierz stated that up until now it has been a series of plan-type schematics.  “DEP [Department of Environmental Protection] decided to treat them separately so the Planning Board is quite willing to do that.”   

Planning Board member Rancourt asked Mr. Ellis if this was the final plan.  “There are no contour intervals.”  Mr. Ellis stated that he had given that to the Planning Board but he did not normally put that on the final plan.   “Half the water would go to the Route 3 interval storm drain.  We will put wide shelves and treat them like rain gardens.  I do not think the storm water drains proposed would even be used.  For what we are proposing now it is more than adequate.”  

CEO Pierz went through the check list and stated he had not yet done a site walk.  CEO Pierz stated that his file had a series of plats but did not have an application.  Mr. Ellis stated that an application had been submitted and the application fee was paid.  CEO Pierz stated he would have to look to see if there was another file.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that the tax map and lot number are not on the plat, and asked if there were any deed restrictions.  Mr. Ellis stated that they were on the plan.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated he still had a problem with the contour lines.  “I feel they should be on the plat if the plat is going to be recorded.”  Mr. Ellis stated that he would rather give a contour map separate other than the one that was to be recorded, stating it would clutter it.  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Ellis to put the contour lines on the plat at 10-foot intervals and asked where the culvert was.  Mr. Ellis stated it was at the entrance.  CEO Pierz asked if there were any open spaces.  Mr. Ellis stated “It was decided there would be no open spaces on the commercial subdivision as you, the Planning Board, may recall.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “We were not going to require open spaces on this?  Didn’t we talk about an open space or pay a percentage to the Town?”  Planning Board member Drummond stated that he recalled that the percentage was never really resolved.  CEO Pierz asked if there was on an earlier plan of 0.6 acre of open space.  Mr. Ellis stated that they would dedicate the sign area for open space.  Mr. Ellis stated that if the Planning Board felt strongly about it, he could put the line back in.  Planning Board member Drummond stated that all he was saying was that it had to be addressed.  CEO Pierz read the section in the Ordinance on waivers.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that all requests for waivers must be in writing and go to public hearing.  Planning Board member Foote stated that he did not think the open space served any purpose.  Planning Board member Drummond stated that half the time the open spaces are behind somebody’s house.  CEO Pierz stated that Mr. Ellis was going to put it back on the plat. Mr. Ellis stated that he would put it back and put a note on it about the sign area for open space.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the intent of an open space was that it would be an area for the subdivision.  “Some people put in a little park area.  It might be a public boat ramp, ball field, etc.”  CEO Pierz stated that he would put this issue on the list of things to do to change that in the Ordinance.  “Parcels of land for public use – not applicable. Traffic impact analysis - also not applicable.”  Mr. Ellis stated that there had been a discussion about a public hearing if the Planning Board recalled, about the fact that there was not the need for it.  

Planning Board member Rancourt stated he was going back to the Road Ordinance that was passed, and asked if this road was in compliance.  Mr. Ellis asked for leeway on that issue, as he had been trying to get on the agenda since April and it has taken until now to get here.  

Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the provisions of the Ordinance did not apply to anything approved prior to the enactment of the Ordinance.  “My take is that it would need to have been approved prior to the effective date.”  Mr. Ellis stated that it could have been approved but the scheduling from the Planning Board prevented them from getting before the Planning Board until now.  “From road construction standards, we did not realize the road had to be paved.”  Joanne Austin stated that when she said she was going to comply, she was not thinking about the paving.  “I do not know what needs a commercial person might have, so I foresee me coming back.  I have the best basic needs I can think of.”  Mr. Ellis stated that the road would not be built until there was a lot sale anyway.  Mrs. Austin stated she was intending on putting the unpaved part in soon.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that Mrs. Austin would not be made to build the road the day she got approval; it would have to be built when she started selling lots.  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked what the discussion was of waiving a public hearing.  Mr. Ellis asked where the issue of the road was ended.  Mrs. Austin asked, “So we are going in on the new Road Ordinance?”  Mr. Ellis stated that the agreement at this point was not with anyone.  “Does the note on the plan suffice?”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated he did not believe that that note would be enough to suffice.  Planning Board member Foote commented that there was no one on the maintenance agreement but Mrs. Austin right now.  Planning Board member Foote stated, “Mrs. Austin, in your profession you must have one available.”  Mrs. Austin stated that at the time right now it was not appropriate.  Planning Board member Carey stated he felt the need for a public hearing.  “It is commercial; we owe it to the people if there are some concerns.”  Planning Board member Foote stated he did not remember the conversation of not having one.  Planning Board member Carey stated that the Planning Board at least needed to put it out to the people.  “If no one shows up, no one shows up.”  CEO Pierz stated it would be the first time the Planning Board did not have a public hearing on a subdivision.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board would try to schedule the public hearing for the July 24, 2007.   Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked Mr. Ellis if he could make the changes discussed.  Mr. Ellis stated that he would widen the road and show pavement.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that there were a lot of things in the Ordinance that would apply to this and were required.  Planning Board member Drummond asked that in the case of subdivisions and no owners, did it make sense that the note be that at such time a copy of the agreement be provided to the Town.  “I do not see how you would write one now.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated he would schedule the public hearing for the July 24.  CEO Pierz stated he would try to get the notice to the paper by the 13th.

Review of Downeast Surveying and Development’s preliminary sketch plan information concerning three (3) lot subdivision referenced as Blueberry Field Subdivision by Harry Austin off the Route 3 corridor in China, Maine.  The property is identified as part of China Tax Map 28, Lot 1 in a Rural District in the East Basin Watershed of China Lake.
Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Tower Road was not built as a subdivision road, and it would need to be built as a Subdivision Ordinance.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked who owned access to the tower.  Mrs. Austin stated that she and her son did.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if Mrs. Austin had a right to get into those 3 lots.  “For us to approve, somebody would need to build that road to meet the subdivision standards.”  Mrs. Austin stated that the tower maintains it.  Planning Board member Drummond asked Mrs. Austin if they knew she was providing access to her lots from that lot.  Mrs. Austin stated that she was almost thinking she should pull this off the table because she could sell the lot without ever going through the Planning Board.  CEO Pierz stated that by selling each lot piecemeal every 5 years she could keep the road.  Mrs. Austin stated she did not want to have to rebuild the entire road to the Ordinance Standard.  “I have no choice is what you are telling me.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that it was never approved as a subdivision. Planning Board member Drummond stated that the Planning Board agreed that the road was adequate for access to the tower, but not adequate for access to a subdivision.  Mrs. Austin stated that she wanted her money back.  “I paid you for 11 lots.”  Mrs. Austin pulled the residential subdivision off the table.

Continuation of the review of Rowe and Wendell’s preliminary plot plan information for an after-the-fact subdivision by Joseph Sears along Sears Drive in China, Maine.  The property is in a Rural District in the East Basin Watershed of China Lake and identified as portions of China Tax Map 38, Lot 36 and China Tax Map 33, Lot 19.  
Rick Pershken stated that the only thing that had changed was regarding the Breton property.  David Wendell stated that they understand there were concerns with storm water, and Mr. Pershken had met with a couple of the abutters to discuss.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked what was going to happen to all the roads on this.  Mr. Pershken stated that they had asked about the adequacy of the roads for the subdivision but had not heard anything.  “Town Manager Dan L’Heureux was trying to look at this as a Road Commissioner would look at it as a Town road, but it is a private road.  Mr. Pershken stated that his letter was dated March 13, 2007, so they had met at the road just after a snow storm.  “We had the whole road surveyed and have a design.  We also relocated a short section of the road between lot 5 and David Sears’ lot.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “You probably heard about the last item with the Road Ordinance.”  Mr. Pershken stated, “We have been led to believe that the road we have been planning on using was acceptable.”  Mr. Wendell stated that they had been in review and presenting this since March of last year.  “We have been looking for preliminary approval for the last three meetings.  It is hard to get a plan approved in a reasonable amount of time.”  Planning Board member Rancourt stated it was not the fault of the Planning Board that this was still not up for approval.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked what the width of the driveway was.  Mr. Pershken stated it varied from 14-16 feet.  Shawn Breton stated that the road was plenty big enough.  Mr. Wendell stated that Joe Sears had been having grain deliveries year round, “certainly heavier than an oil truck.”  Planning Board member Rancourt stated “As I recall, Mr. Sears was going to upgrade some of that road anyway.”  Mr. Pershken stated that they would be upgrading it with ditches as little as possible, “as we were led to believe that the road would be okay.”  Mr. Wendell stated that Town Manager L’Heureux had commented that a little gravel and a little crowning, and the road was okay.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated that now the Planning Board was faced with a Road Ordinance that would be in effect in 5 days.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if they would be creating a road that would service more lots.   “We are going after approval for an after-the-fact subdivision.”  Mr. Wendell stated that the reason it had become as detailed and full blown as it had was because of the increased requirements.  Planning Board member Foote stated that his understanding was the road would be upgraded and maintained and left as is, and it would not serve any other lots.  Mr. Pershken stated that basically they looked at the road to see if it was safe for emergency vehicles.  CEO Pierz stated that one of the subdivision criteria would be to see what kind of condition the travel way was in.  
CEO Pierz stated that Surveyor Hugh Gilman had stopped by his office.  “He had given a land survey document that showed the Breton lot and St. Amand lot.  “Mr. Gilman led me into the Ordinance where there were several sections page 3-11 in the Subdivision Ordinance.  “The plat and driveway is on Shawn and Tamara’s lot but it was being referred to as a private road.  If the road splits the parcel, the lot becomes a substandard lot.”  Mr. Wendell stated that if you were to take out the area on the other side of the road, if you take out small piece on opposite side of the driveway, and if you take out entire area and the road, Mr. Breton’s lot still meets the requirement.  If this were a separate roadway, they would split that lot, and there would be a substandard lot.  Joe Sears and his heirs and assign have the ability to cross over that strip of land to access his parcel.”  CEO Pierz asked, “Are you saying the surveyor’s argument was not valid?”  Mr. Wendell stated that if it was, it would still be a mute point.  Mr. Breton stated the he had no problem with Mr. Sears using the road, but did not want ditches and culverts because it would run into his dry land.  “I cannot build anything on the other side of the road because of the road.  I will leave it at that, but technically the road should not even be there.  I would like to be allowed to build something on the other side of the road.”  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if the driveway was located there only because that was where the road was.  Mr. Pershken stated that when they had talked about this they were hoping the Planning Board would see it as a driveway.  Mr. Breton stated that he would write papers to give access to use the road.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that right now that was not a road.  “If we put in a subdivision lot, we are making his driveway a road.”  CEO Pierz stated that it seemed to him, from his recollection, is that there was a contentious issue if that is a driveway or it becomes a road.  “The Planning Board had been leaning toward, when lot 4 gets created, it becoming part of the subdivision road.”  Mr. Wendell stated that a driveway was designed to access two or fewer lots.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that he agreed with the interpretation that the access should be considered part of the subdivision.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that maybe that was something that needed to go to legal counsel.  “The other issue is whether there is right, title or interest in the property.”  Mr. Wendell asked if the Planning Board had a copy of Mr. Breton’s deed that represents his title.  Mr. Pershken stated that the concern was that somebody who bought lot 4 would not have access.  CEO Pierz said his read was that when the Planning Board was talking to Mr. Sears the Planning Board had not accepted the interpretation that the access was a driveway.  CEO Pierz stated that perhaps he talk to the Maine Municipal Association to get their opinion on that matter.  Mr. Pershken stated that, “The professionals come to the Planning Board meetings and try to be responsible every time, and every time everything changes”.  Mr. Wendell stated that he had been given three copies of the Road Ordinance.  “It is a moving target.”  Mr. Pershken stated that Mr. Breton did not want the road where it currently exists; instead he would like to keep it further away from his residence along Sears Drive Extension.  CEO Pierz stated another option was that lot 4 was not part of this subdivision or lot 4 has access another way.  “That is an option that would take away this whole issue.”  Planning Board member Carey stated that he would recommend going to MMA to get clarification.  Mr. Wendell stated that it was going to come down to the point where there is a restriction on lot 4 so that it could no longer be subdivided.  “Then you might be looking at the relocation of the woods road.  Mr. Pershken stated that that driveway had to stay where it was right now unless there could be an agreement between the two people, Mr. Sears and Mr. Breton.   Mr. Breton stated that if he could keep his road the way it was and allow somebody the right of way to lot 4, he might do that.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board would want to get a read from MMA not only on the last 2 lots and driveway versus road, but based on the new Ordinance with an after-the-fact based on how this is written.  Planning Board member Foote asked if Planning Board Chairman Rollins was referring to the entire driveway.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “Yes, based on our Ordinance, the whole thing would have to comply.  Mr. Pershken stated that there was no possible way this could comply completely with the Ordinance.  “These lots are already sold out.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated it may qualify for extraordinary difficultly.  Planning Board member Foote asked if the Sears Drive extension was just about the same width when it meets this point.  Mr. Breton stated it was about 13-14 feet.  “It is wide enough for a dump truck to get through.”  Mr. Wendell stated, “What that represented was our agreeing with the previous owner who walked that lot with me.”  Planning Board member Foote asked what would happen to that little piece of that sliver of land.  Mr. Wendell stated there would be a quick claim deed from Mr. Sears to Mr. Breton.  Planning Board member Foote asked if moving the right of way through that property was a big concern.  Mr. Wendell stated it would take a written agreement between the two parties.  Planning Board member Foote asked what Mr. Sears’ take was on that.  Mr. Sears stated it would take money to do it.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were to be a house on lot 4, would Mr. Breton have an issue with that.  Mr. Breton stated that as long as there was not a 50-foot line going by his well.  “My agreement is use the road as long as you show me that the right of way starts where I was told when I bought my house.  That land is useless to me on that side.”  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any other comments.  Frank Soares stated that this spring there had been one heck of a flood.  “Tons of material was brought down.  I am concerned about the runoff.   It would be a marginal increase in runoff.  I am concerned that in the future all owners might want lawns and there has to be a drainage plan for that.  I am the guy that receives the water.  The Town needs to take a hard look at the drainage plan.”  Mr. Pershken stated that he had met with Mr. Soares and he had put some calculations together for the Planning Board to look at.  “I did some hand calculations and then used the rational method which is what the DOT uses.  The new lots 1, 7, and 8 drain to this.  I looked at the worst case scenario the increase would be.  There is probably a problem down there.  It was a big storm on top of lot of snow.”  Mr. Wendell stated that part of the event is a driveway upstream from Mr. Sears had a culvert upstream that was blocked.  “It acted as a dam and then burst.”  Mr. Pershken stated that it blew out the culvert by the power line.  Mr. Wendell stated that this was an extraordinary event that produced that volume of water other than just a storm.  Mr. Soares stated that other side of the coin was the speed of the water coming down the hill.  “I want the Planning Board to make sure the drainage system could handle it.  I want a system that is going to protect me.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there was any thought of adding more buffers.  Mr. Pershken stated that there were quite a bit now.  “We can increase the buffers, but it does not slow the runoff.” 

Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any other questions or comments.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated one other option could be dependent on what MMA comes up with and requesting a waiver for extraordinary difficulty.  “If MMA were to come up and say new requirements apply, then you would have to meet that.  If you came up with the request for a waiver, the Planning Board could try to waive some of this.”  CEO Pierz stated it had to be a written request, it had to be unanimous, and there had to be a public hearing.  Mr. Wendell asked if that was something the Planning Board would consider, two projects a month. “If we go through the checklist tonight to see what we need, then we could have a public hearing at the next meeting?”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated, “Yes.”  Planning Board member Foote asked if Mr. Sears would entertain the clause of no further split on lot 4 for no future development.  “If we waive the driveway and someone splits lot 4, it would kill the waiver.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated the Planning Board could set the condition.  Planning Board member Foote stated that way there would be some assurance.  Mr. Breton stated that the only thing he asked for was the 50 foot wide right-of-way be shifted away from his house before he agreed to this.  Planning Board Chairman Rollins stated that the Planning Board could condition that travel way remains where it is on the Breton lot.  

CEO Pierz read over the checklist.   “We have an application in the file, and the fee needs to be paid as an after-the-fact application fee.  There needs to be a proposed name on the plat, a copy of the deed with restrictions.”  Mr. Wendell stated that they did not show proposed wells.  “We do not really know where the buildings are going to go.”  Mr. Pershken stated that there were test pits showing, but not the existing wells.  Planning Board member Rancourt stated he would like to have the plan show the existing septic systems for all built-out properties. It was suggested that Kelly Grotton from the Town Office be contacted to research where these are.”    
A public hearing was scheduled for July 24.

Review a Conditional Use Permit Application by Ben Hanson d/b/a South China Collision and Auto Repair regarding the operation of a new commercial garage to perform auto repair, maintenance, and body work at the location of 408 Windsor Road in China, Maine.  China Tax Map 7, Lot 16-A identifies the property in a Rural District in China, Maine.  

Planning Board member Rancourt asked if these were all existing buildings, no new buildings.  Ben Hanson stated, “Yes.  CEO Pierz stated he went down and took photographs that show the top of the driveway looking in all directions, and there was a little office space that appendages the garage structure.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked what was overhead.  Mr. Hanson stated just a game room.  Planning Board member Rancourt asked if there were any floor drains. Mr. Hanson stated, “No.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked what Mr. Hanson was anticipating for traffic.  Mr. Hanson stated it would only be a one man outfit.  “I am hoping to work less.  I need a little bit of an income but will not have 4 or 5 vehicles at a time.  I want to keep the landscaping looking clean the way it is.  It will just be me.  No more groundwork.  There is an existing turnaround.”  Planning Board member Carey asked how the neighbors felt about this.  Mr. Hanson stated that the closest neighbor was 700 feet.  “The hours would be between 8-5.  Everything would be shut down probably by 3.  I will have an exhaust fan.  All the fumes would go out into the woods.”  Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any questions.  Planning Board member Rancourt made a motion to find the application as complete.  Planning Board member Drummond seconded the motion.  The Planning Board voted 5-0, all in favor to find the application complete.  

CEO Pierz read through the application.  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Hanson if he was going to sell cars.  “Would they be by the road?”  Mr. Hanson stated that any cars sold would probably be sold through Uncle Henry’s, maybe 6 a year.  Planning Board member Foote asked if Mr. Hanson was going to make it a State Inspection facility.  Mr. Hanson stated he was.  “No additional lighting scheme was planned at this time.  The business hours proposed would be Monday through Friday, 8-5.  He would not be open on weekends.  There would be no public restrooms.  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Hanson to elaborate on the bermed barrier for fluids.  Mr. Hanson stated that if there were any type of a spill it would be inside the garage.  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Hanson to elaborate on the spill pallet that he had discussed with him earlier.  Mr. Hanson stated he would be going through EPI Environmental Institute.  “They supply a 55 gallon drum.  I have priced hazmat pads.”  CEO Pierz stated he had called EPI but did not get anything faxed back.  CEO Pierz asked Mr. Hanson if the spill pallet would serve as a bermed barrier.  Mr. Hanson stated, “Yes.  It moves around the garage.”  CEO Pierz asked where he could find a picture of this spill pallet.  Mr. Hanson stated that EPI was supposed to send information.  “They called today and never left a message, but their number showed up on my phone.”  Mr. Hanson stated that you could pretty much move it anywhere you want in the shop.  They come and remove the drum and drop you off a new one.  I asked about a contract but they do not do contracts.”  
Planning Board Chairman Rollins asked if there were any thoughts on possible conditions.  Planning Board member Drummond stated that he thought in the past the Planning Board had required containment.  “I think we need to see that.”  Planning Board member Carey asked about the exhaust and filter.  Mr. Hanson stated that basically it was like a furnace filter.  Regarding the number of vehicles, Mr. Hanson stated that there would be no parts cars.  “There will be 3 of my own vehicles.  Planning Board member Drummond suggested that Mr. Hanson had a small number so that Mr. Hanson could have that flexibility to change.  “Six is probably more than you will ever have on the lot”.  Mr. Hanson stated that he is not looking into selling vehicles anyway.  Planning Board member Foote made a motion to schedule a public hearing.  Planning Board member Carey seconded the motion.  The Planning Board voted 3-2 to have a public hearing with Planning Board member Rancourt and Planning Board Chairman Rollins opposing.  The public hearing will be held on the next meeting.
