Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Elwood Ellis, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Mary Grow, Paul MacDonald and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Paul MacDonald.
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 4-0 to accept the minutes of the 01/07/2008 and 01/22/2008 Select Board meetings as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· PSAP and Dispatch – Informational Update: The Town Manager updated the Board on the options available to the town and noted that the emergency services personnel are currently discussing the most efficient and effective options for the town. More information will be forthcoming as the meetings take place and a final recommendation will ultimately be made in the next several weeks. The Somerset Communications PSAP is being considered for E-911 call answering and Mr. Mike Smith is our contact. The costs for the service are anticipated to be less than the proposed CMRCC fee for the same service. A good deal of research is being done and many meetings are taking place. 
· Maine Power Reliability Program: The Town Manager explained that CMP’s bulk power transmission system is being reviewed because of the increase in the demand for electricity and because of population growth in certain areas of the State. In response to the changes, CMP is working with ISO New England to identify the system’s critical needs. The MPRP was developed to study the future needs of Maine’s power transmission system. The CMP power line that runs through China is one possible line that may need an upgrade. As a result of CMP’s findings, they are considering the possible purchase of land adjacent to the power line in China. The Town of China has two parcels that abut the power line; one at the transfer station and another behind the town forest located off Lakeview Drive. The town may need to have an article put on the Town Meeting Warrant to obtain the proper authorization to sell a small amount of land to CMP. More information will be forthcoming in the near future.


Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· 2008-2009 Municipal Budget Presentation – Finalize Articles for the Town Business Meeting – Date of the Town Business Meeting: The Board continued deliberation of the preparation of the Articles to be included on the Town Business Meeting Warrant. The Select Board also made the proper recommendations relating to respective articles. The Town Manager will present the Articles with recommendations to the Budget Committee for consideration. All Articles will be on file at the town office for review.  

New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Supplemental Tax Assessment: On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger, the Board voted 4-0 to process and sign a tax supplemental warrant which is on file at the town office.

In other business the Board discussed the need for an LPI assistant, were informed that the tipping fee for PERC in the first quarter will be $67.25 per ton, and signed a letter of recognition for Eagle Scout Sam Maroon.  
On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 4-0 to adjourn.
