







Select Board Meeting
Monday – 11/09/2009 – Town Office Meeting Room
7:00 PM

Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Leo St. Peter, Scott A. Pierz, Howard Charles, Kathryn Cousins, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Leo St. Peter.

On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #21 for $21,664.99 and Warrant #22 for $556,764.25 as presented.

On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 08/17/2009 and 10/26/2009 Select Board meeting minutes as presented. 

Manager’s Report:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day – Results: The Town Manager informed the Board of the results of the HHW Collection Day, noting that the participation level was greater than last year and that many residents took advantage of the drug drop off option. A total of 34 units of HHW and one 55 gallon drum of coolant were dropped off.  
· Implementation Committee/Other Committees Meetings: It was noted that the Comprehensive Plan Implementation Committee will meet again on November 18, 2008 at the town office at 6:30pm, the Comprehensive Plan Open Space Committee will meet again on December 2, 2009 at 6:00pm at the China town office, and the China Comprehensive Plan Library Services Committee will meet again on November 18, 2009 at noontime at the South China Library. 
· County Budget – 6 Month Transition Budget – Paul MacDonald: Selectperson Paul MacDonald represents China on the Kennebec County Budget Committee. He presented information on the 6 month County budget and resulting assessment for China which may be paid over the next five years. Each annual payment will approximate $34,252.82.
· Eagle Scout Project and Recognition: the Select Board noted the Eagle Scout project by Caleb Daniel Fletcher and asked the Town Manager to prepare a letter to him recognizing his accomplishments.









· CMP Tree Work Schedule: It was noted that CMP will be doing tree trimming on the Morrill and Maple Ridge Roads next month.

Unfinished Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· One Room School House Progress Report – Bid Acceptance: On a motion by Selectperson Paul MacDonald and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the low bid of $69,900.00 from R.A.M. Renovations of 244 Alder Park Road in China for Phase 1 in the restoration of the one room school house in Weeks Mills Village. Phase 1 includes the foundation and floor restoration. Phase 2 includes restoration of the remainder of the building. Copies of all the engineering reports and bidding information are on file at the China town office. The project was made possible through a grant from the Community Development Block Grant of the State Department of Economic and Community Development.   
· Recycling Coordinator: Selectperson Neil Farrington discussed a recent grant award and the progress made in the baling of recyclables. 
· November Ballot Results: It was noted that the results of the November election are available on the town’s Web site and at the town office. There were two tie votes, one for a Planning Board position and one for a Budget Committee position. Town officials are going to ask the respective candidates involved in the noted positions if they are interested in serving. If more than one remains interested, a run-off election will have to be held.  
· Water Street/Ryan’s Lane Bridge: The Town Manager noted that Avery Glidden will be meeting with a representative of Steve Childs and Son contractors at the bridge site to assess what excavation might need to be done to prepare to receive and place trusses for the reconstruction of the bridge. An additional progress report will be given at the next meeting. It was also noted that Debbie Dinsmore will be inquiring about possible local area funding and labor assistance to move the project along. 


New Business:
· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Enforcement Issues – CEO: C.E.O. Scott Pierz reported on recent sites he has been monitoring and pursuing for possible Land Development Code violations. He noted that certain sites residents have complained about are boarded up and that they are ones he continues to observe. Mr. Pierz provided the Select Board with photos of the properties he is observing. Selectperson Joann C. Austin expressed that she felt we should not be using so much of the town resources pursuing these types of issues. She felt that the condition of such sites is part of living in the country.












· Forest Management Plan: Kathryn Cousins, forester and Associate Wildlife Biologist for Sappi Fine Paper North America and Howard Charles, retired forester for Sappi Fine Paper North America spoke at length about the town’s Forest Management Plan and about their part in the recertification of the town’s Tree Farm status. They both felt that there could be a timber harvest within Thurston Park and also responded to questions from the Board. 


On a motion by Selectperson Neil Farrington and a second by Selectperson Joann C. Austin, the Board voted 5-0 to adjourn at 9:30 p.m.
