Minutes

On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to open the meeting at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Irene L. Belanger, Betsy Fitzgerald, Joann Austin, and Tiffany Glidden. Others present were Scott Pierz, Jennifer Berube, Leo Berube, Stacey Russell, Bill Pettipas, Kim Scarduzio, Theo Lyford, Wayne Lyford, Linda Russell, Ruthanne Scarduzio, Fred Homan, Jamie Pitney, Joyce & Sheldon Goodine, Charles Plumer, Mary Grow, and the Town Manager.

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Joann Austin, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to approve of Warrant #10 for $773,931.89 as presented. 

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Joann Austin, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to accept the minutes of the 10/06/03 Select Board meeting as amended.

Manager’s Report:

· November 4, 2003 Election: It was noted that the election will be at the China Middle School. The polls will be open from 8:00 am to 8:00 pm. The town has a new voting machine and town staff has had training on use of the new machine.

· Draft B.E.P. China Lake Water Level Order: It was noted that copies of the Draft Order are available at the town office.

· Paving Update: It was noted that all planned paving has been completed. The roads paved will be striped in the near future. Driveway work is currently being done. The Town Manager said that members of the Select Board and Road Committee met at the Winding Hill Road with area residents to discuss safety concerns. There is remaining work to be done on driveway culverts and on the installation of curbing in the Weeks Mills Village area. 

· Kennebec County Budget – Public Hearings: It was announced that the Kennebec County Budget Committee will be holding public budget hearings in the near future. 

· Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day: It was noted that Household Hazardous Waste Collection Day would be held in Waterville on November 8, 2003 from 9:00 am to 1:00 pm. Pre-registration is required. 








Public Comment (On Agenda Items Only): There was discussion about a referendum on the November ballot dealing with school funding. Jamie Pitney asked if there would be any further action taken on the B.E.P. Draft China Water Level order. It was agreed that there would not be any more discussion on the issue during the remainder of the meeting.

Old Business: The Town Manager said that Maine Drilling & Blasting has replied to Norman Black regarding his claim to recoup costs for alleged damage to his well during blasting operations in the reconstruction of the Back Deer Hill Road.  

New Business: 

· Phosphorous Control Committee – Update: Committee Chairman, Sheldon Goodine, said that Phosphorous Control Committee members would like to have the town’s attorney reorganize the ordinance and make recommendations for final changes before the ordinance is presented to the voters. Mr. Goodine estimated it would take the town’s attorney approximately three or four hours to perform the work. The Town Manager noted that funds in the current legal account have been exhausted. (An article on the November ballot asks voters to appropriate an additional $20,000.00 to cover unanticipated legal costs for the remainder of the fiscal year.) On a motion by Selectperson Joann Austin and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to authorize the expenditure of an amount up to $1,000.00 for legal review of the Phosphorous Control Ordinance if the article asking for an additional legal appropriation on the November ballot passes. 

· Abatement and Supplemental Warrant: The Board processed an abatement and a supplemental tax warrant because of an incorrect assessment.

· Municipal Valuation Report: The Board signed the 2003 Municipal Valuation Report. The report is used to prepare tax assessment warrants and certificates of assessment for municipal treasurers. The MVR must be sent to Maine Revenue Services on or before November 1.

On a motion by Selectperson Betsy Fitzgerald and a second by Selectperson Tiffany Glidden, the Board voted 3-0-1(Chair) to adjourn the meeting at 7:42 pm.
