Minutes

The meeting was opened by the Chair at 7:00 pm. Board members present were Paul MacDonald, Peter Foote, Joann C. Austin, Neil Farrington, and Irene L. Belanger. Others present were Mary Grow, and the Town Manager. Those present were led in the Pledge of Allegiance to the American Flag by Irene L. Belanger.
On a motion by Selectperson Joann C. Austin and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to accept the minutes of the 02/14/2011 Select Board meeting as presented. 
On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Paul MacDonald, the Board voted 5-0 to accept Warrant #38 for $18,074.75 and Warrant #39 for $55,074.29 as presented.

Unfinished Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Recycling Coordinator:

Recycling Revenue Report – Neil: The Recycling Coordinator informed the Board 
about the recent recycling market/pricing update as of 02/24/2011. It was noted that 
Single-Stream Recycling has a very low return on investment.  

Energy Efficiency Grant (EECBG): The Board briefly discussed the potential purchase 
of a horizontal baler rather than two Vertical Balers. Cost differences were of concern to 
some.  The Board asked the Town Manager to gather some information about recycling 
revenues to date and projections for the next six months. The Board will decide whether 
or not to purchase the horizontal baler at their next meeting. There were comments about 
considering the long term consequences of decisions made today.  

Fees: The Board deliberated about the fee structure for commercial municipal solid 
waste. Selectperson Paul MacDonald noted the rates charged for commercial waste in 
different towns, ranging from .035 cents per pound to .065 cents per pound. The Board 
agreed that more information would be needed before making any decision on fee 
adjustments. The Town Manager will provide the Board with comparative information on 
fee structures in municipalities similar in demographics to China. This will be discussed 
at the next regularly scheduled meeting.    
· 2011-2012 Annual Town Business Meeting Warrant Articles: On a motion by Selectperson Irene L. Belanger and a second by Selectperson Neil Farrington, the Board voted 5-0 to sign and accept the Warrant Articles for the Annual Town Business Meeting scheduled for March 19, 2011. 

New Business:

· Public Comment: There was not any public comment at this time.
· Outlet Stream Dam maintenance Agreement Discussion: The Board deliberated on tow topics related to the outlet stream dam in Vassalboro. The agreed that the dam needed to be repaired and approved a $1500. expenditure in the payables warrant for such repair. The Board agreed that it was not appropriate at this time to enter into a proposed draft agreement for dam maintenance proposed by the Town of Vassalboro. The Board asked the Town Manager to draft a letter of response to the Town of Vassalboro regarding China’s posture as it relates to the draft maintenance agreement. The Board will review the letter before it is sent to the Town of Vassalboro.

· Visioning Meeting Follow-Up – Summary Sheet: The Town Manager noted that the list of priorities will continue to be pursued and certain initiatives will be brought before the SB at their regularly scheduled meetings for discussion. 
· Annual Town Business Meeting Date, Time, Place Announcement: It was noted that the Annual Town Business Meeting will take place on Saturday, March 19, 2011 at the China Middle School. The meeting is scheduled to start at 9:00 a.m. 
· Eagle Scout Recognition Letters: Signatures Needed: The Board signed letters of congratulation to Chase Edward Drummond, Mason Joseph Faucher, and Cameron Francis Campbell for their attainment of the rank of Eagle Scout. 
· Committees: Call for New Member Participation, Meeting Notices: The Town Manager was directed to advertise for interested people who would like to be appointed to the Thurston Park Committee, the Open Space Committee, and the comprehensive Plan Implementation Committee.
