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Land Use Ordinance Chapter 2:
Section 2   C   I   p2-1	Structures
The structure setbacks appear to be an abbreviated version of the setbacks in the Land Use Standards Section 5 subsection A and B but do not always agree with section 5 and hence creates a conflict within the ordinance.  For example the water setback for a structure in the Resource Protection District is 250 feet for a principal structure and 100 feet for an accessory structure; not 100 feet for both as is indicated in this section.  Some structure requirements are omitted such as lot area, water frontage, and expansion limitations for non-conforming structures and are added.  Rather than list all the requirements here which would be repetitive, this section just states what the requirements are and references where the exact limitations are located.
Section 2   C   II	p2-2 	Expansion of a Structure and the Basement Exception
Repetitive language is deleted.  Floor area and volume are no longer pursuant to the Shoreland Zoning Law in MRSA 38 and are deleted.  They have been replaced by footprint which China has not adopted.  The language for foundations here is contradictory to the language subsection VII on page 2-6 to 2-7.  The language in the latter section was a part of the former version of the DEP Guidelines (Guidelines are actually minimum requirements) prior to 2015 for a long time.  It is unclear where this language came from, so the more familiar version is adopted and this language is deleted and made consistent with the subsequent section.  I have learned when going to the DEP training sessions for Shoreland Zoning that basements have always not counted as expansions as long as the sill height is not raised more than three feet in a new foundation.  There is no impact to a lake from adding a basement to a structure since the footprint is not changed.
Section 2   C   IV	     p2-3	Clarification of Septic System Compliance for Relocated Structures
In this section it is unclear what the applicant demonstration of compliance with the Subsurface Wastewater Disposal Rules means when a structure is relocated.  The Rules would allow a septic system which doesn’t comply with the current version of the Rules to continue so long as it does not fail which falls into the category of a grandfathered system.  If the intent was to allow grandfathered septic systems to continue when a structure is relocated why would septic systems even be mentioned?  Obviously the plumbing code already requires a malfunctioning septic system to be replaced even if the structure is not being relocated.  It is deduced the intent is that the septic system has to comply with the current version of the Rules without being a grandfathered system.  On small lots which often exist in the shoreland zone there may be limited options for locating a new disposal bed.  This section makes sure the relocated structure is not being located in the only place the disposal bed can be located.
Section 2   C   VI		p2-4 to 2-5	Old Section Deleted
This entire section is deleted  due to being repetitive and contradictory to subsection E IV b on page 2-9.  This subsection is not a part of the mandatory DEP Guidelines whereas the latter subsection is a part of the Guidelines.  The deletion of this subsection results in the renumbering of all subsequent subsections.
Section 2   C   VI   I	p2-5 to 2-6  Rewording of Non-conforming Structure for Clarity
Much of the language in this section is repetitive and poorly worded.   Unnecessary language is deleted and wording is reorganized so that this section is easier to understand.  The requirements for expanded structures in the shoreland zone remain the same.
Section 2   E   V	p2-9	Old Section Deleted
This entire section is deleted due to being repetitive and contradictory to subsection E IV b on page 2-9.  This subsection is not a part of the DEP Guidelines whereas the latter subsection is a part of the Guidelines.  The deletion of this subsection results in the renumbering of all subsequent subsections.
Section 4 Land Use Table and Discontinue Requirement for Timber Harvest Permits
Many of the references to subsections in the Land Use Standards (Section 5) are incorrect, due to the changes approved in the 2017 amendments and this being missed.  They are corrected.  Timber harvest permits are being discontinued as a requirement due to the fact that the state already does this and the town receives notification of the state permits.  Another factor is that the town cannot enter into an agreement with the Maine Bureau of Forestry to do joint enforcement of timber harvest land use violations since they will only sign an agreement if the town adopts language within their ordinance which is identical to the statewide standards.  The statewide standards do not require a local permit to harvest timber.
[bookmark: _GoBack]Section 5 A I b i p2-19 State Exception for Mobile Home Park Lot Size to Eliminated Conflict
In this paragraph the requirement of 40,000 square feet for minimum lot area in the Rural District is stated.  The allowance of smaller lot sizes for mobile home parks in the Subdivision Ordinance has to be listed as an exception here, otherwise a conflict would result and the more stringent would prevail (see Chapter 1, Section 3 China Land Development Code).
Section 5   C    Sanitary Standards  pp 2-22 to 2-23
In I(a) the requirement for a septic system to be 1000 square feet is dropped since the advances in technology have made disposal bed possible on as little as 100 square feet today.  Without this technology, replacement disposal beds of poorly functioning grandfathered septic systems in the shoreland district would not be possible on small lots resulting in unnecessary impacts to lake water quality.  The requirement for a single test pit in the center of nine square feet is dropped in favor of requiring five observation holes only.  Subsection (c) is reworded with modern language to make it consistent with language in the State septic rules and hence more understandable.
Section 5   F    Erosion and Sediment Control	p2-24
The language in this is updated and references and authors corrected to modern conditions similar to the Erosion Control Manual.
Section 5   H    Agriculture  p 2-25
In (I) storage of animal manure is added as something that must meet the manure utilization guidelines.  The current version only requires that spreading of manure meet the guidelines.
Section 5   P-1 and P-2  pp 2-38 to 2-39	Commercial and Private Campgrounds
Separate subsections are created for commercial campgrounds and private campgrounds.  Previously they were within one subsection and it was confusing which requirements applied to which activity.  VIII is added noting that a permit is required for establishing a private campsite.  The time period for defining an individual private campsite of seven consecutive days is established.
Subdivision Ordinance:
Section 4
The actual amount of the fees for subdivision permits is stated in the ordinance.  The fees have since been increased.  It is better to not state the actual fees within an ordinance but just state that the select board sets the fees.  With this change the fees can be changed without changing the ordinance.
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
