Minutes of January 9, 2018

Meeting called to order at 7:08 PM

The minutes of the November 14, 2017 meeting were reviewed.  After a motion from Ron Maxwell and second by Irene Belanger, they were unanimously approved.

Financial Report – $9,071.72

Phillip DeMaynadier reported that Skip Lyle has installed the beaver deceiver at the park and it is top quality!  Skip did raise some concerns that the one culvert may not be big enough to handle heavy water flow from a large storm or run off and that we may still get some flooding at those times.  We will have to watch this closely.  

Irene Belanger, who is also on the select board, mentioned that another select board member has made some comments about Thurston Park and whether it should be sold!  This is concerning, and we may need to address any concerns select board members have regarding the park.  It has many benefits to the town as it provides a place for recreation and education.  It has also been a draw for tourists and residents of nearby communities looking for places to hike, bike, etc.  

Ron Maxwell discussed the composting toilets.  We had discussed previously the possibility of this being an Eagle Scout project, however, there are some concerns about having them do this.  We discussed that it will need to be handicapped accessible and located in the picnic area.  We also discussed the need for the compost to “cook” at times and that we may need to put in two units so that while one is “cooking” the other can be used.  There will need to be some ground work and concrete poured for this project and we discussed having Scott Childs do this.  There is still a lot more information we need for the development of this and long-term maintenance and Ron Maxwell will get more information for us and report back at the next meeting.  

Sherrie Wilkens and Lindsey Haworth were not present to discuss and finalize the Calendar Contest, so it was tabled until the next meeting. 

We discussed road signage for the park again.  Signs on Route 202 require approval from the town and the State DOT.  Jen Smith will look into the details and costs and report back at the next meeting.  

The next meeting will be held, Tuesday, February 13, 2018 at 7:00 PM at the town hall.
