Minutes of October 10, 2017

Meeting called to order at 7:12 PM

The minutes of the September 12, 2017 meeting were reviewed.  After a motion from Irene Belanger and second by Sheri Wilkens, they were unanimously approved.

Financial Report – All of the money from the logging has come in at this point and our current account balance is $9071.72.  The TIF money does not go into this account, but when we submit bills related to the project, they are paid from the TIF account.  

The Post-harvest tour will take place on Sunday, October 15, 2017 at 9:00 am.  We will talk to Trevy Bumps about putting the information on the Thurston Park Facebook page and send out emails to the committee members and volunteers.  It has been placed on the town website and Facebook page as well.  It is also on the sign in front of the town hall.  An ad was in the Townline; however, it did not give the date or time.  Jeanne Siviski’s number was listed for more information.  

Ron Maxwell was not at the meeting to discuss the composting toilets.  Sheri Wilkens did look up some information about two brands – Nature’s Head and Sun-Mar.  These range in price quite a bit.  At this point it was decided it would be best to wait until spring to install.  There was some discussion about vandalism concerns as well.  Steve Nelson suggested maybe we start with a port-a-pottie for the summer and see how that goes.  If we don’t have any problems maybe, then we could install a composting toilet.  It was decided to table any further discussion until January 2018.  We will collect information about the composting toilets and port-a-pottie rentals in the meantime.  Jen Smith will contact Ron Maxwell and ask him to do this.  

Steve Nelson has been in contact with Scott Childs regarding the road work.  Scott has been very busy this fall, but hopes to get to the project in the next 2 weeks.  He will be using reclaim on the hill which will increase the price by approximately $2000.  Several trees have been removed along the road and has opened it up quite a bit.  This should help to dry it out as well.  Steve also noted that vandals have already tried to mess with the new gate.  Steve has asked Trevy to put up the game camera again to see if we can catch the vandals.  Steve mentioned that he knows someone that makes a guard that installs over a lock that prevents anyone from cutting the lock or damaging it.  Steve will have him make something for use on our locks/gates.  Steve has submitted a bill for his work to the town.  It is for just over $2500.  This is a little higher than originally quoted, but he had to build larger bases for the new gate.  We did add extra to all the quotes in case of this, so we should be all set.  Jen Smith reported that she had an email from a town resident with concerns about not being able to get a side by side around the gate.  Steve reported that it is a tight turn and too sharp for a side by side right now, but Scott Childs will bring in some gravel and fix this when he starts his work.  Steve said the access is 62 inches wide.  A side by side is usually 60 inches, so while it is a tight fit, they should be able to get through.  Anything wider would allow vehicles like Jeeps to get through.  Jen will get back to the resident and let them know it will be improved shortly.  

The beavers have been busy again this fall and have already dammed up the bridge.  At this point there is no flooding, but it has been very dry.  It appears we will need to install a beaver deceiver once the new culverts have been placed.  Phillip knows someone that constructs these and will get in contact with him.  

Lindsey Harwath was not here tonight to discuss the calendar.  We decided if we are going to get this out that we need to have a work up ready to proof and approve by October 23rd.  It will be sent out to the committee members and will need to be approved by October 26th.   This will allow us to sell them at the Town Hall on election day.  Jen will contact Lindsey about this.  

The next meeting will be held, Tuesday, November 14, 2017 at 7:00 PM at the town hall.
