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Minutes of June 19, 2018

Meeting called to order at 7:05 PM

The minutes of the May 8, 2018 meeting were reviewed.  After a motion from Irene Belanger and second by Steve Nelson, they were unanimously approved.

Financial Report – $9,113.72

A discussion was had regarding the upcoming China Days which will be held on August 3rd, 4th, and 5th.  It is imperative that we have someone present as we will be announcing the winners of the Calendar Contest and selling calendars.  We will also be selling T-shirts and looking for more volunteers.  Irene thought that she could man our table part of the time, but not all of it.  Jen will be out of town at a family wedding and will not be there.  

We discussed the Thurston Park Calendar Contest again.  We were hoping that Lindsey could be at the meeting so that we could look at the entry photos and perhaps choose the winners, but she was not able to do so.  Phillip will contact Lindsey to see when we can plan to get together to decide the winners and still give her enough time to put the calendar together.  

We also discussed the TIF projects again.  Unfortunately, Jen was unable to get information regarding the remaining TIF funds due to personal illness.  She will contact the Town Clerk, Becky, to find out how much remains and whether there is a time limit on use of the funds.  Steve will check with Scott Childs regarding the cost of the reclaim.  We also discussed the possibility of the town grading the road to save some of the TIF funds for work on Trail 1.  It is clear we will need to apply for more TIF funds for further work on the trails and possibly the south entry.  Jen will discuss this with Judy Stone to see if she would be willing to help out with this as she did a great job last time!

We also discussed the purchase of composting toilets again.  After much discussion, a vote was held, and the decision was to purchase two Yashav Solar Outhouses from the gentleman on Rte. 17.  One will be placed at the parking area and the other at the picnic area.  We also discussed putting one near the south entrance or near the confluence of the Deer and Moose Trails, but those can be projects for the future.   Ron will get the materials needed to make a base for the toilet to sit on and get bolted down.  We voted to approve up to $100 for those materials. 

Ron Maxwell discussed some recent trail work he did on the Deer Trail.  He noted that there was water backing up along one side of the trail.  He put in a culvert under the trail and was able to drain a large amount of water from that area.  It will need to be monitored in the future.  

There was some brief discussion regarding having a 5K trail race or mountain bike race at the park in conjunction with China days.  It would be impossible to arrange it for this year, but certainly something to start working on for next year.  

We also discussed putting a trail log or register at the kiosk in the parking area.  This would give us an idea how many people are using the park and visitors could provide some feedback.  We will look into the best way to accomplish this without it getting wet.
