· Review/Approve Minutes of March 26, 2018 Meeting
Board member Wall motions to accept minutes as writing, Board member Michaud seconded motion.

All in favor of minutes as amended. No further discussion

· Chairman’s Report
· Chairman Miragliuolo updated the board regarding the results of the town meeting. The Planning Board portion was last on the agenda at the town meeting. All changes to ordinances were approved as written. CEO provided board members with an updated packet. The only concern was the public questioned the 7-day limit on recreational vehicle (RV) parking. Chairman Miragliuolo clarified that an RV cannot stay parked on campsite for more than 7 days without a permit. 
· Chairman Miragliuolo advised that the last meeting of the Comprehensive Planning Committee only had 2 members in attendance and that they are currently still looking for a chair. Chairman Miragliuolo went on to inform the board that there was a visioning session in May and 28 people attended. A topic of interest was zoning and there was some discussion of zoning in the town, in particular to an overlay district to allow for senior housing. There were also some requests from members of the community for more zoning in China.
· Chairman Miragliuolo advised the board that there are currently 2 vacancies on the Planning board that need to be filled. Chairman Miragliuolo goes on to explain that there will be an advertisement running in the Town Line, on page 3. Chairman Miragliuolo states there is one candidate from district 3, Ralph Howes, that has shown interest in returning to the planning board. This would still leave the second vacancy still needing to be filled. Chairman Miragliuolo reiterates that the Select Board is in charge of appointing members to the Planning Board.

	Earthmoving of 250 to 300 yards is proposed to establish a campsite for a recreational vehicle.

Per CEO, Mr. Brochu has approached the CEO regarding old camp being repeatably vandalized. Mr. Brochu would like to tear down old camp on property and put a camper on the property instead. There is a big gully on the property that will need to be filled that is fairly close to the road. Mr. Brochu states now needs to put down regular gravel which is over 100 yards. The campsite is 115 ft from Evan Pond and there is currently a septic system on site. Board member Wall motions to accept and Chairman Miragliuolo seconded motion. The motion was approved. CEO informed board that abutter notices were made and has heard no objections. Board member Wall motions that no public hearing is needed. Board Member Michaud seconded the motion. No further discussion. All in favor of the motion.

Chairman Miragliuolo states has questions, on third page, regarding setbacks. Application states is 115 ft from water and 10 ft from road, is it 10 ft from pavement or the right of way to the road? Mr. Brochu states wants to bring it up to the road. Board member Wall questioned if camper would be on same footprint as camp was? Mr. Brochu states, the camper will be in about the same place, possibly a little bit further over. Mr. Brochu states will need to build up area a little more in order to place camper on site. Mr. Brochu also states is in process of putting in electricity to the site, along with motion-sensor lights due to continued vandalism.

· Criterion 11 and its response was read aloud. Chairman Miragliuolo motioned for approval of Criterion 11. Board member Michaud seconded motion. No further discussion. Unanimously approved
· Criterion 12 and its response was read aloud. Board member Wall motioned for approval of Criterion 12. Board member Michaud seconded motion. Board member Wall questioned if septic will be hooked up? Mr. Brochu advises that septic will be hooked up. Chairman Miragliuolo inquires if an inspection is needed once the septic is connected. Per CEO, Mr. Brochu installs septic systems for a living. No inspection will be needed by CEO. No further discussion. Unanimously approved
· Criterion 13 and its response was read aloud. Board member Wall motioned for approval of Criterion 13. Board member Michaud seconded motion. No further discussion. Unanimously approved
· Criterion 14 and its response was read aloud. Board member Michaud motioned for approval of Criterion 14. Chairman Miragliuolo seconded motion. No further discussion. Unanimously approved
· Criterion 15 and its response was read aloud. Board member Wall motioned for approval of Criterion 15. Chairman Miragliuolo seconded motion. No further discussion. Unanimously approved.
Chairman Miragliuolo motions that all 15 criterions have been met. Board member Wall seconded the motion. All in favor. Conditional use application is approved. 

Chairman Miragliuolo advised there is a 30-day appeal period for the application. Mr. Brochu states will be working on property on the weekends. Chairman Miragliuolo explained that permit will be available via the Town office. Board member Wall suggested placing a traffic cone out on road way to notify traffic of work area. 

· CEO Report
 Paul’s Departure from China Employment
· CEO advises is leaving at the end of June. Per CEO, Town of China as stated that they would prefer to have a full time CEO instead of a part-time CEO. Currently, there are not perspective candidates for the CEO position. CEO states there is so much involved in being CEO including the amount of information including laws, rules and ordinances that needs to be known. CEO suggests the Town may need to review the pay scale for the position.
