A discussion of the Planning Board’s mission

· Board Member Miragliuolo passed out a copy of what he had come up with for the Board.  The Board reviewed all of the submissions.  Board Member Dudley suggested as a starting point, “It is the mission of the China Planning board to respectfully, thoughtfully and expeditiously discharge its duties as assigned by the Planning Board Ordinance.”

· Chairman Wilkens stated that under the USDA Fact Sheets a mission statement should follow four (4) basic rules: Who are we?  What do we do?  Why do we exist? What do we stand for?  

· Board Member Dudley said that all of the submissions hit those four points. He reiterated that all of the statement combined say similar things but with more language than is necessary.  Board Member Miragliuolo said he likes them all and questioned Chairman Wilkens’ wording regarding “Federal and State Laws”.  Board Member Miragliuolo questioned if that section would require further discussion.  Board Member Dudley pointed out that the mission is what the Board was going to do and the vision was how the Board would get there.  Board Member Michaud said he liked option number 2.

· The Board suggested, “It is the mission of the China Planning Board to balance public and private needs while promoting development which integrates environmental protection and community economic goals.”  
Board Member Dudley made a motion to adopt the mission statement as modified.  Board Member Miragliuolo seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion and the motion was unanimously approved.
· Codes Enforcement Officer (CEO) Mitnik asked what the next step would be.  Chairman Wilkens said the statement would be sent to the Select Board.  Board Member Dudley disagreed and this is the Board’s mission and each new Board could adopt their own mission.  This Board does not have the authority to tell all future boards that they must use this mission statement.  Board Member Miragliuolo asked now that the mission statement was adopted, could it go on the website.  The Board agreed and stated they would like to have it included on the agenda for each meeting.

An additional of one bay with dimensions 40 x 20 feet is planned to a commercial garage which services, repairs, and sells motor vehicles.

· Board Member Wall made motion that the application was complete.  Board Member Dudley seconded the motion.  There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously approved.

· Bill Pettipas addressed the Board indicating he would like to add one 20x40 bay for a commercial garage to include his alignments machine.  He stated there would be no additional noise and that only one other place in town does alignments.  
· Board Member Dudley made a motion that no public hearing was necessary for this application due to the relatively minor expansion of an existing business.  Board Member Michaud seconded the motion.  The  motion was unanimously approved.
· Review of the 15 Conditional Use Criteria:

· Criterions 1- 5 were unanimously approved with no discussion.

· Criterion 6 – Board Member Michaud asked if the parking lot would be expanded.  Mr. Pettipas explained that parking would not be expanded.  Board Member Wall made a motion that Criterion 6 had been met with Board Member Dudley seconding the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved with no discussion.

· Criterions 7 & 8 were unanimously approved with no discussion.

· Criterion 9 – Board Member Miragliuolo asked about floor drains.  Mr. Pettipas stated there would be no floor drains.  Board Member Dudley made a motion that Criterion 9 had been met.  Board Member Michaud seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously approved with no further discussion.

· Criterions 10 -15 were unanimously approved with no discussion. 

· Board Member Dudley made a motion that all 15 Criterions had been met.  Board Member Wall seconded the motion.  There was no further discussion and the motion was unanimously approved.
Public Comment

China resident Korene Tripodi addressed the Board and spoke very highly of Mr. Pettipas and his business.
CEO Report
CEO Mitnik stated he went to a Shoreland Zoning training.  In regards to the non-conforming lots that did not pass in China:  If someone had a shed or accessory structure, they could use the 30% allotment toward the principal structure.  CEO Mitnik clarified that if one were to add up the footprints of all of the structures, they could include the accessory structures toward their 30% allotment on the principal structure.  He stated that was part of the Maine Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) guidelines that were not adopted by China.  He stated if someone was to enclose a deck or patio that would not count as expansion.  CEO Mitnik stated that cannot be done now in China due to volume requirements but once volume is removed from the equation, it could be done.  He suggested the Town may want to add their own language to the Town’s needs.
