A proposal for a new driving school for commercial vehicles is introduced at the former Farrington’s Property

· Warren Spaulding addressed the Board.  The proposal is to use the former Farrington building’s parking lot as a driving range in order to practice driving maneuvers for commercial vehicles with a classroom location to be located in Palermo.  Mr. Spaulding explained that he and Dennis Keller, who owns the property, will co-own the commercial driving school. The proposed hours of operation would be Monday through Friday from 7:30am to 5:00pm with occasional Saturday use.  The site would be used intensively for three weeks and then would not be used for the following three weeks.  Mr. Keller addressed the Board and said he expects that noise could be an issue during the Planning Board review.  Mr. Spaulding reiterated that there would be more idling of the trucks rather than gear shifting and jake braking. 

· Mr. Spaulding explained that in order for him to obtain his state permit for the operation, he would require a letter from the Town of China indicating that the proposed driving area would conform to town land use regulations.  Mr. Spaulding was advised to complete the commercial use application and return to the Board.  If the application was completed and submitted timely, he would be added to the agenda for the July 28, 2015 meeting.
