Business Meeting Opened by Chairman Wall at 6:30pm
Chairman Wall appointed Board Member Breton to voting capacity.

Minutes

Review minutes from the April 14, 2015 Meeting.
April 28, 2015 meeting minutes not ready for review.

Motion to accept the April 14, 2015 minutes as written was made by Board Member Breton.
Motion seconded by Board Member Dudley.
There was no further discussion and the motion was unanimously approved.

Board Member Breton made a motion at 6:35pm to recess the meeting until Chairman Wall re-convenes the meeting.  The Board was waiting for applicant Thadius Barber to arrive.  Motion seconded by Board Member Dudley.  There was no discussion and the motion was unanimously approved.
Chairman Wall re-opened the meeting at 6:40pm.  

New Business
Consideration of a Conditional Use Application # CU-2015-04 by Thad Barber and Pat Vigue ( Joint Application)  to install a parking area and access lane on the property located at  182 Route 3 Map 11 Lot 66. The site is located in a Rural District. (The proposed parking area and lane will be installed on the property owned by Pat Vigue which abuts the Fieldstone Quick Stop.)  
· Board Member Breton made a motion to defer Mr. Barber’s application to June 9, 2015 due to his lack of attendance at tonight’s meeting.  The motion was seconded by Board Member Dudley.  Chairman Wall stated that this was the third or fourth time that Mr. Barber had not arrived at his scheduled time for the Planning Board.  Chairman Wall stated that Mr. Barber’s tardiness was very disrespectful to the Board.

· Board Member Dudley asked if deferring the application would have an adverse impact on Mr. Vigue.  Board Member Dudley agreed with Chairman Wall that Mr. Barber’s behavior showed a lack of respect toward the Board.  However, Board Member Dudley pointed out that this was a joint application and the joint applicant Mr. Vigue was in attendance.  Board Member Breton said there were questions to be asked of Mr. Barber and that Mr. Vigue would not be able to answer the questions and address the concerns that Board Member Breton had.  Chairman Wall expressed her concerns regarding the expansion and Mr. Vigue’s piece of property.

· The motion was approved by Board Members Wall, Wilkens, Bourque and Breton.  Board Member Dudley opposed the motion.  
Old Business
Review of the proposed Planning Board Ordinance Revisions commenced.
· Codes Enforcement Officer (CEO) Najpauer said if the Board was in agreement with the proposed revisions that the current draft would then create the formal copy for presentation.  

· Paragraph1 - There was no discussion.  

· Section F – There was no discussion.
· Section 3.1 - Should read the “Alternate member cannot be the Chairman.”

· Section 3.1 E – Board Member Dudley asked about striking “at least”. It was decided to keep it stricken out.
· CEO Najpauer stated that copies of the proposed revisions would be sent to the Select Board for further review.

· Section 6 – CEO Najpauer pointed out that no changes were made from the original version.  

· Section 7 –Board Member Dudley asked about changing the format from letters to numbers.  CEO Najpauer said the entire Ordinance would need to be re-formatted.  
Board Member Dudley made a motion to approve the changes.  Board Member Breton seconded the motion. There was no further discussion and the motion was unanimously approved. 

Additional Business
CEO Najpauer stated his last day of employment in China would be June 12, 2015. CEO Najpauer said he would still be available for the proposed upcoming Planning Board Training.  
CEO Najpauer stated there would be a Subdivision Revision to be discussed at the June 9, 2015 meeting.

· Board Member Breton said a mandatory public hearing was required when reviewing a subdivision.  Board Member Dudley said this subdivision revision was an amendment/correction to the existing plan therefore a public hearing would not be required. CEO Najpauer said some Boards clarify the need for a public hearing by saying if the subdivision revision does not include new plots then no hearing would be required. 

CEO Najpauer stated he would call Mr. Barber and asked him to be more diligent when appearing before the Board.
