Meeting Minutes
Meeting minutes for January 15, 2019 meeting tabled for meeting scheduled February 26, 2019
 
Chairman Miragliuolo provided report of Planning Board activities from fiscal year July 2017 – June 1, 2018 including changes in board members. 

Public Hearing

Chairman Miragliuolo convened the Public hearing and explained the hearing was to discuss changes made for Chapter 2, 3, 11 of the ordinances. He goes on to state that the Board received no written comments on any of chapters. There are no members of the public present to speak on items. Chairman Miragliuolo states China Lake Association Director, Scott Pierz, gave input last meeting of all changes including input on the more controversial items that are not part of what is being considered today. Copies of changes made were sent to Scott Pierz for review and board has not be received any response from Scott regarding changes. Chairman Miragliuolo is hopeful that Scott Pierz would be present to go through changes and is hopeful that Scott saw these less controversial changes and was not concerned. Chairman Miragliuolo goes on to state there was concern at last meeting that some people were not comfortable with changes. Board Member Wilkens states is all set. Board Member Wilkens motioned to close public hearing. Board Member Wall seconded motion. All in favor. No further discussion. Chairman Miragliuolo closed public hearing.  

Planning Board Meeting
Chairman Miragliuolo states Kelly Grotton, Deputy Town Clerk, has reviewed changes to ordinances for grammatical and formatting errors.  A clean copy of the changes to ordinances will be circulated once Kelly has finished reviewing. CEO has also edited ordinances. Chairman Miragliuolo inquires if there are any last-minute changes to definitions. 
· Chairman Miragluiolo states because we changed individual/private campground back to individual/private campsite, need to change ordinance back to individual/private campsites on pg. 2-39. Chairman Miragliuolo proposes to change ordinance from campground to campsite to follow definitions. 
· Chairman Miragliuolo mentions that Scott Pierz had questioned 7 consecutive days on page 2-39. Scott’s concern was the “extended overnight use includes placement for more than 7 consecutive days”. Chairman Miragliuolo states that placement could be parking in driveway and if over 7 days would need permit. Chairman Miragliuolo suggested to change to occupancy. Board Member Wilkins explains that you could have a piece of property and place the recreational vehicle on it. CEO mentioned that placement is mentioned on number 7, “When a recreational vehicle or a similar shelter is placed on a site for more than 120 days, all the requirements for a residential structure shall be met”. CEO goes on to state that “placement” is also mentioned in Chapter 3.  Board Member Wilkens suggests is like a rolling camp, can drive out and then back and have a camp. Chairman Miragliuolo states “to be an Individual campsite, a permit would be needed. Chairman Miragluiolo goes onto state that “we don’t want people living in their camper more than 7 days without a permit”. Board Member Wilkins advises that occupancy is hard to police. If a recreational vehicle is just parked in yard would need to permit? Board Member Wall states if they are sleeping in it, actually using it, they would need a permit if over 7 days. CEO advises that one of the problems with the ordinance was it said “extended over-night use” but did not say what it was. Board Member Wilkins motioned to move changes as written to select board. Board Member Wall seconded motion. All in favor and there was no further discussion
· Board Member Dudley sent word via Chairman Miragliuolo that he has resigned from Planning Board. Chairman Miragliuolo goes on the explain that the Board has had 2 resignations within the last 18 months following a vote where the individual was the only “NO” vote. Chairman Miragliuolo goes on to explain that Board will not always agree all the time and “anytime you get people together, they won’t always agree and that should happen. And even though we disagree, we respect that person.” Planning Board maybe looking for District 3 representative and there is a vacant seat for an alternate-at-large. Board Member Michaud inquired into the protocols for when someone resigns from the board. Chairman Miragliuolo advised that Select Board could appoint somebody. Board Member Michaud confirmed that at-large person can live anywhere. Notice is usually posted on website and in the Town Line. Board Member Michaud expressed if there is any interest in being on the Planning Board from these postings? Mary Grow advised that there is not usually much interest.  
· CEO states that under explanation of ordinance changes, one issue is when a camp foundation is moved back. There is usually a steep slope down to the lake from the camp. CEO feels that putting a frost wall under a camp actually helps the lake. He goes on to state that it helps with erosion and that the Town should be encouraging frost walls under camps instead of making it harder. If they consider moving, current makes it impractical in some cases. CEO states will not be making any changes.  Chairman Miragliuolo will be sending to DEP and Town is currently under a conditional permit meaning Town is only conditionally approved. CEO states were conditionally approved in 2015. CEO advised may have applications for 2 projects: a new addition to town office and an addition to the school.
