-meeting called to order by co-chair Hayden @ 6:30pm

-Pledge of allegiance

-Hayden stated that there was to be a history, presentation by O’Hara

-motion to approve July 28, 2011 minutes by Belanger, seconded by Pitney approved by all

-Hayden yielded floor to Pitney to give history and reason for comp plan
-Pitney began his presentation @ 6:42pm
-Pitney closed his statements @ 6:45pm

-Hayden stood and began his address on the reasons for the implementation committee

-O’Hara began his presentation @ 6:48 pm

-O’Hara stated that his job was to help the committee to understand what the comp plan was asking for in revision of the ordinance

-O’Hara briefly went over the current map and the site review ordinance that is presently in draft 

-O’Hara asked Hayden if he needed to give more detail before questions
-Hayden asked him to clarify site review ordinance before the committee took questions from the crowd

-O’Hara briefly reviewed the 30 standards 

-7:00pm O’Hara asked for questions to begin

-Revised standards look the same to Paul McDonald as they were voted down prior

-Would Commercial district change the usage of land on Route 3 Jerry Augden who is not a resident but owns property on Route 3

-Austin spoke about how the committee had been divided 
-Jerry Augden spoke again how he thought that route 3 was already commercial

-Russell Varin stood up to say he has lived on Route 3 for 27 years and doesn’t approve of the commercial business

-Hayden spoke to McDonald about the standards are different

-Denise Gilbert who lives route 3 agrees with not piecing out the map, She also suggested that we give better notice when there is going to be a public invited meeting. Route 3 is now a commercial area done deal to her

-Tony belahey in the past there had already been a study for route 3 where did it go?

-Pitney answered stating that it was there and had been applied to what the committee has already discussed

-Alicia Marston lives on the corner of Alder Park Rd and Route 3 too dangerous an intersection to develop

-Jeff Goggin doesn’t believe that route 3 is a good place for heavy industrial, but would be good for smaller business. Suggested an industrial park for those businesses. Also suggested larger buffer zones between properties

-Peter Foote discussed getting the information for Jeff and Denise/ Where is the magical line going to be?
-Pitney answered Foote with the reasoning for this meeting being just that

-Hayden stood and said that people who were not here could put their questions to the committee afterwards

-Jerry Augden added that it would make sense to have a special area for industrial 

-Herb Wilson does not understand the logic of the different residential A/B

-O’Hara answered with the general idea was so that certain areas would remain in the character they were intended

-Pitney stood and broke down the answer even more for Mr. Wilson

-Ron Breton on comp plan man there is a section of lakeview drive that would be commercial but is a cow farm.  You should include all people when you do these things

-Bes Brown will residential areas have different lot size?

-Pitney answered with in villages it would be different to encourage the village idea

-Rick Fisher stated that there should be a long term comprehensive plan for this type of development/in the meantime should protect the residents in those areas/hate the jake brake/ new technology in septic would make development closer to the lake/

-Steve Cook has seen traffic bottleneck since the placement of the stop light/the light is being by passed on to roads that can’t handle the traffic

-O’Hara asked if cook had preference for it being one way or another on route 3

-Cook stated that we wouldn’t be overwhelmed with commercial business because of the lay of the land

-Tom Barber people who are concerned about Route 3 being a solid block of commercial shouldn’t be because there isn’t a lot of developable land because of environmental issues or ledge

-Kaysha Hussey if my home is in the commercial district does my tax change?

-Russell Varin spoke again about how the lot sizes shrinking down wouldn’t be beneficial

-Lance Pelkey leave my chunk alone

-Idona King can’t visualize how they are going to add anymore businesses in that area

-Hayden suggested that the area could become more valuable because of it being districted commercial

-Austin asked for clarified that the new ordinance covers who suggestion of architectural design.  She read the standard out of the site review ordinance

-Bess Brown spoke again about lot sizes.  Her big concern was apartment complexes being added and adding to traffic

-Jim Furone there needs to be clarification of wetlands/need to be careful about how we try to limit businesses/What I think is attractive may not be what everyone else likes
-Jerry Augdon looked at the map again and wondered about land next to O’brien oil wondering why it wouldn’t be commercial

-Hayden asked if there were anymore questions

-Belanger stood up spoke about how Route 3 was designated several years ago as an Economic corridor

-Light industrial is not being considered for Route 3

-Hayden stood to thank the crowd for coming

Public hearing closed at 8pm

Regular meeting called to order @ 8:10pm

-a lot of people came to the meeting and banter was what was expected

-Adams gathered from the meeting that maybe we could designate areas for certain types of business but making it all commercial

-Pierz said he spoke to four people who didn’t give testimony

-These people stated that they would rather see route 3 as commercial

-Adams said we might consider that using a Commercial A/B type

-Pierz agreed that division of Commercial may be good 

-Tax changes seem to be important to people

-Hayden suggests that we go through the route 3 corridor in detail next meeting
-O’Hara stated that he felt that the people were comfortable with the breakdown of compartments

-Pierz motioned to adjourn, Wood seconded approved by all
